In contextul globalizirii si al progreselor rapide din
domeniul tehnologiei, formarea medicilor de familie nu
mai poate fi separatd de dimensiunea lingvistica si
culturala a comunicarii medicale.

Rezumat:

Literatura diasporei romane recente devine un teren fertil
pentru explorarea conceptului de ,,acasa”, un motiv care
transcende dimensiunea geografica si se transforma intr-
un construct fluid, negociat permanent intre memorie,
identitate si adaptare. Studiul propune o analizd
comparativa asupra unui corpus literar divers (proza,
poezie, literatura confesivad) publicat intre 1990 si 2025,
punand in lumind transformarile subtile prin care trece

notiunea de apartenentd in conditiile migratiei.

Memoria joacd un rol central, reconstituind ,,acasd” ca
spatiu interior, uneori mitizat, alteori fragmentat de
distanta si rupturd. Personajele literaturii diasporei
oscileaza intre doud lumi — cea originara, impregnata de
nostalgie, si cea adoptiva, marcata de provocari si de
reconfigurdri identitare. In acest proces, apar identitati
hibride, flexibile, care integreazd elemente din ambele
spatii culturale. Dimensiunea confesiva, ilustrata de
jurnale si memorii (Valer Cutitar, Anca Mizumschi) sau
de volume colective (fntre doua lumi, 2023), adauga
autenticitate prin vocea directd a emigrantilor.

Existd documente referi-
toare la pacient, precum fisele de spitalizare, completate
la internare, foile de observatie, utilizate in timpul
anamnezei, biletele de externare, care se completeaza la
iesirea pacientului din spital, si biletele de trimitere,
folosite atunci cand pacientul este trimis de un medic catre
un alt specialist, pentru Tngrijiri suplimentare sau consult
de specialitate. In afara de fisele medicale ale pacientului,
existd si documente care se refera la diagnostic si la
investigatiile clinice efectuate. Acestea includ buletinele
de analize de laborator, care detaliaza rezultatele
analizelor de sange, rezultatele investigatiilor imagistice,
precum buletinul ecografic, radiologic, CT, RMN, ECG,
precum si rapoarte anatomo-patologice. Nu in ultimul
rand, existd si documente referitoare la tratamente si
proceduri clinice, cum ar fi retetele medicale, protocoalele
operatorii si schemele de tratament.
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Aceste documente pot constitui materiale didactice foarte
eficiente in cursurile de EMP (English for Medical
Purposes — engleza pentru scopuri medicale). Fisele medi-
cale sunt bogate in vocabular tehnic, abrevieri si acronime,
fiind extrem de utile in Invatarea limbii engleze medicale.
Ele contribuie la dezvoltarea unor abilitati precum intele-
gerea textelor, redactarea sau completarea fiselor clinice,
familiarizarea cu terminologia si comunicarea In contexte
medicale.

Prin urmare, este
esential astazi sd identificam cele mai eficiente metode
prin care studentii sd depdseasca barierele emotionale si
lingvistice si sd reuseascd sa lucreze eficient in limba
engleza.

Rezumat:

Think Aloud (Gandirea cu voce tare) este o metoda
pedagogica prin care profesorii explica si demonstreaza
procesele mentale implicate in intelegerea unui text.
Aceasta se refera la modul in care cititorii verbalizeaza
procesul lor de gandire in timpul rezolvarii unei sarcini de
citire, oferind informatii valoroase despre cum inteleg si
proceseaza textul. Este frecvent folositd pentru aplicarea
strategiilor cognitive si metacognitive in timpul citirii,
fiind un instrument util pentru a observa cum cititorii si
monitorizeazd si ajusteaza Intelegerea in timp real.
(Anderson, 1991, apud Yayli, 2010; Cohen, 2011).
Conceptualizatd de Ericsson si Simon (1993), aceastd
metoda se bazeaza pe verbalizarea strategiilor cognitive in
timp real, oferind cadrelor didactice acces la procesele
mentale ale elevilor/studentilor, implicate In Intelegerea si
producerea limbii.

Pe de alta parte, dezvoltarile recente in domeniul L.A. au
generat aplicatii capabile sd sprijine predarea/invitarea
limbilor prin recunoastere vocala, analiza semantica, gene-
rare de feedback personalizat si adaptare la profilul
cursantului (Cantos et al., 2023; Dou et al., 2025).
Valorificarea I.A. In context educational nu are doar o
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dimensiune tehnologica, ci si una pedagogica, ce invitd la
regandirea relatiei dintre autonomie, mediere si persona-
lizare a invatdrii. Aceastd comunicare 1si propune sa
evidentieze ,,interferentele” dintre metoda Think Aloud si
utilizarea I.A., in sensul complementaritatii lor. Se urma-
reste Tn ce masurd IA poate valorifica datele rezultate din
verbalizarile cursantilor, pentru a identifica tipare cogniti-
ve, a sugera strategii alternative si a oferi feedback adaptat.

Studiul se bazeazd pe o analiza teoretica a datelor
empirice din literatura de specialitate si pe exemple de
bune practici in didactica limbii franceze ca limba straina
(FLE), vizand atat beneficiile, cat si limitele acestor
interferente metodologice si tehnologice.

Lucrarea exploreaza rolul traducerii literare ca exercitiu
cognitiv si cultural in Tnvatarea limbii franceze, analizand
modul in care elevii de nivel A2-B1 reusesc sa redea
sensul si nuantele unui fragment memorialistic din
Jurnalul Hélenei Berr, comparativ cu traducerea
automatizata realizatd de inteligenta artificiala.
Traducerea, de-a lungul timpului, a fost fie centrala in
metodele traditionale de predare, fie marginalizatda in
contextul metodologiilor comunicative moderne, insa
cercetdrile recente subliniazd valoarea sa In dezvoltarea

interculturale.

Traducerea nu se limiteazd la transpunerea literala a
cuvintelor, ea implicd procesarea cognitiva, evaluarea
contextului si negocierea sensurilor culturale. Stimuleaza
memoria lexicald, semanticd $i contextuald prin
consolidarea structurile lingvistice Tn memoria de lunga
durata. In plan cultural, traducerea faciliteaza contactul cu
valori, mentalitdti si experiente diverse, dezvoltand
empatia si competentele interculturale. Comparativ,
traducerea automatd ofera rezultate rapide si corecte
formal, dar priveaza elevul de dimensiunea reflexiva si
afectiva, limitnd invétarea profunda.
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Studiul de caz a implicat elevii clasei a X-a, care au tradus
un fragment din Jurnalul Hélenei Berr dupa o etapa de
documentare istoricd. Traducerea individuald a fost
urmatd de analiza in grup, in cadrul careia elevii au
comparat variantele proprii si au discutat dificultatile
intampinate, inclusiv redarea metaforelor (,,une vie de
traques”), a termenilor istorici (,,le camp”) si a expresiilor
juridico-militare (,,Ja sommation”). Analiza comparativa
a aratat cd traducerile elevilor, desi pastreaza fidelitatea
formala a textului, difera in redarea dimensiunii afective
si culturale, n timp ce traducerea A.l. este uniforma si
neutrd, corectd lexical si nu surprinde elementele de
profunzime.

Structura metodologica a lectiei a inclus patru etape:
documentare, traducere individuala, analizd in grup si
compararea cu traducerea automatizatd. Activitatea a
urmdrit obiective lingvistice, cognitive si interculturale,
dezvoltand capacitatea elevilor de a negocia sensul, de a
identifica echivalente culturale si de a aplica strategii
cognitive. Observatiile metodologice subliniaza dificulta-
tile intampinate, importanta colaborarii si rolul traducerii
automatizate ca reper lexical, fard a substitui procesul
reflexiv.

In concluzie, traducerea literard constituie un exercitiu
complex care implica alegere, reflectie si negociere de
sensuri, contribuind la dezvoltarea competentelor
lingvistice si interculturale. Utilizarea A.IL. ca instrument
auxiliar poate sprijini invatarea, Tnsa nu poate inlocui
implicarea cognitiva si culturald activa a elevului,
consolidand astfel traducerea literard ca instrument
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pedagogic valoros, capabil sda conecteze cunoasterea
lingvisticd cu sensibilitatea culturala si istorica.

Avand in vedere aceste tendinte si ludnd in considerare
strategiile si asteptdrile studentilor in ceea ce priveste
invdtarea vocabularului, pe baza rezultatelor cercetdrilor
(Curcio 2022, Aycicek si Giir 2024, Dringé-Horvéth
2017, Al-Fraidan si Fakhli 2024, Mérkus 2022, printre
altele), impreuna cu propriile mele concluzii (pe baza unui
un scurt chestionar completat de studenti cu privire la uti-
lizarea dictionarelor), lucrarea propune o abordare
combinatd, care include utilizarea dictionarelor
electronice, a bazelor de date si a instrumentelor bazate pe
inteligenta artificiald in predarea vocabularului nou. O
astfel de abordare combinatd poate fi implementatd la
diferite niveluri si grupe de varsta (de la liceeni la studenti,
incepand cu nivelul elementar si pand la nivelurile
superioare), desi este mai aplicabild si mai utild la
nivelurile mai avansate, deoarece ar putea distrage atentia
si coplesi studentii mai incepdtori. Pentru cei mai
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avansati, insd, o abordare integrata poate fi inteleasa ca un
ajutor suplimentar pentru invatare, care favorizeazd
achizitionarea colocatiilor, expresiilor idiomatice si
fragmentelor de limba (o conditie prealabild pentru o
productie lingvisticd naturald), aldturi de materiale
didactice traditionale.

Metodologia de predare care sustine utilizarea integrata a
diferitelor instrumente este Tnvatarea bazata pe sarcini, asa
cum o Intelege Ellis (2009), in care studentii indeplinesc
o sarcind specifica care le permite sd observe (si, in unele
cazuri, sa utilizeze) anumite expresii lingvistice specifice.
O abordare bazata pe sarcini, sprijinita de utilizarea
integrata a diverselor surse, poate oferi studentilor
posibilitatea de a experimenta utilizarea limbii in mai
multe contexte si In diverse moduri. Cu toate ca aplicarea
unei astfel de metodologii presupune un efort suplimentar
din partea profesoarei/profesorului (planificare atenta si
indrumarea studentilor) aceasta poate ajuta studentii sa
devina mai autonomi 1n Tnvatarea/utilizarea limbii si sa-si
dezvolte nu numai competentele lexicale, ci si constiinta
metalingvistica. Ca atare, lucrarea prezinta caracteristicile
unei aborddri bazate pe sarcini si sugereazd modalitati
prin care aceasta permite utilizarea diverselor surse n
predarea vocabularului.

Limbajul de specialitate in recuperarea
medicala intre traditia terminologica si
inovatia inteligentei artificiale

Rezumat:

Limbajul de specialitate din recuperarea medicala
constituie un element esential al practicii clinice si al
cercetarii, asigurand comunicarea eficienta intre medici,
kinetoterapeuti, psihologi si alti profesionisti implicati in
procesul reabilitarii. Traditional, terminologia s-a dezvol-
tat prin integrarea vocabularului greco-latin al medicinei
generale cu notiuni provenite din neurologie, ortopedie si
fiziologie. Termeni precum hemiplegie, spasticitate,
contracturd sau hipotrofie musculara ilustreaza precizia
conceptuald necesara evaluarii si tratamentului.

Totodata, clasificarile standardizate, precum Clasificarea
Internationala a Functionalitatii, Dizabilitatii si Sanatatii
(ICF) elaborata de Organizatia Mondiala a Sanatatii, ofera
un cadru comun pentru descrierea dizabilitatii si a
progresului functional. Cu toate acestea, limbajul
traditional prezintd limite. Din perspectiva pacientilor,
jargonul medical poate fi greu de inteles si poate genera
anxietate. Diferentele terminologice intre discipline pot
conduce la confuzii in echipele interdisciplinare. Intr-un
domeniu 1n care aderenta si motivatia pacientului sunt
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cruciale, claritatea si accesibilitatea limbajului devin
componente terapeutice 1n sine. Dezvoltarea inteligentei
artificiale aduce o transformare semnificativa.

Algoritmii de procesare a limbajului natural (NLP) permit
analiza automata a notelor clinice, extragerea datelor
relevante si traducerea termenilor tehnici intr-un limbaj
comprehensibil. Integrarea ontologiilor medicale asigura
standardizare digitala si interoperabilitate intre sisteme. In
recuperare, aplicatiile asistate de A.IL. pot explica exercitii
si protocoale intr-o maniera adaptatd, pot genera rapoarte
personalizate si pot sustine programe de telemedicina.
Beneficiile acestor inovatii includ eficientd crescuta,
facilitarea accesului la cunoastere si diminuarea sarcinilor
administrative pentru profesionisti. Totusi, ele aduc si
provocari: riscul de simplificare excesiva, erorile algo-
ritmice cauzate de date incomplete si dilemele etice
privind responsabilitatea deciziilor asistate de A.l. Astfel,
limbajul specific recuperdrii medicale se afla intr-un
proces de adaptare continud, situat la intersectia dintre
traditia academica si inovatia digitald. Viitorul disciplinei
depinde de capacitatea de a armoniza precizia stiintifica
cu accesibilitatea comunicarii, utilizind inteligenta
artificiald ca un instrument complementar, nu substitutiv,
al expertizei umane.

Aceasta
lucrare exploreaza viitorul afluxului de lucru in domeniu,
argumentand cd paradigma viitoare nu va fi una de
inlocuire a omului de catre masind, ci una de integrare
sinergicd, unde expertiza umand si medierea masinilor se
combind pentru a crea un ecosistem de traducere mai
eficient, scalabil si de Tnaltd calitate. Studiul respinge falsa
dihotomie dintre traducerea umand si cea automata,
propunind in schimb un model hibrid, centrat pe om

conceptuald). Rolul traducatorului evolueazda de la un
simplu creator de continut cdtre un manager de continut si
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un specialist In controlul calitatii, al carui discerndmant
critic si inteligentd emotionalda devin mai valoroase ca
niciodata.

In concluzie, viitorul traducerii este unul de mediere — o
colaborare inteligenta in care masina gestioneazd
volumul, viteza si consistenta terminologica, iar omul
aduce creativitatea, gandirea critica si 1intelegerea
profundd a contextului. Aceastd simbioza nu va diminua
profesia, ci o va redefini, cerdand noi competente si
specializari. Calea catre succes nu constd in a lupta
impotriva tehnologiei, ci Tn a 0 imbratisa ca un instrument
puternic, amplificand astfel valoarea unicd a expertizei
umane intr-un landscape lingvistic in continua evolutie.

Rezumat:

Povestirea Lupii din Circassia scrisa de Daniel Mason se
dovedeste deosebit de interesantd sub aspectul modului in
care reveleaza relatia complexa dintre spatiu si identitatea
personajelor, trdita de insesi personajele respective si, prin
ele, de cititori. Una dintre dimensiunile identitatii lor este
constientizarea spatiului, care joacd un rol activ in
modelarea autoperceptiei. Este un proces mediat de
sentimentul apartenentei la anumite spatii, care poate
atinge nivelul unui atasament profund si durabil. Procesul
este conditionat si de memoria personajelor. Afectarea
memoriei din cauze medicale are ca rezultat o estompare
a granitei dintre spatiile reale si cele imaginare, dar acest
lucru poate actiona ca un catalizator pentru interactiuni
sociale mai sincere si mai putin supuse constrangerilor, si
astfel pentru noi fatete identitare sau pentru reactivarea
altora latente.

Rezumat:

Pe masura ce predarea in limba engleza (EMI) devine din
ce in ce mai importanta in educatia medicala din Romania,
apar noi provocari pedagogice la intersectia dintre limba,
cultura si comunicare. In timp ce formarea EMI acorda de
obicei prioritate acuratetei lingvistice, fluentei si termino-
logiei specifice disciplinei, aceasta neglijeaza adesea o
componentd esentiald a interactiunii In sala de clasa:
limbajul corporal/nonverbal. In contextul universitatilor
romanesti, unde multi profesori predau discipline
medicale in limba engleza studentilor internationali,
dimensiunea nonverbald a comunicarii joacd un rol cheie,
dar adesea nerecunoscut.

Aceastd lucrare examineazd semnificatia limbajului
corporal in sdlile de clasa EMI, in special in cadrul
facultatilor de medicind din Romania, unde educatorii se
confruntda cu medii multilingve si multiculturale. Pe baza
reflectiilor colectate in timpul unui curs de perfectionare
profesionald organizat la Universitatea de Vest ,,Vasile
Goldis” din Arad, este exploratd masura Tn care membrii
facultatii romanesti sunt constienti de comunicarea
nonverbald a lor si a studentilor lor. Desi limbajul corporal
nu a fost un punct central al formarii, participantii au fost
rugati sa reflecteze asupra rolului sdu 1n contextul EMI.
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Raspunsurile a 108 profesori au relevat o idee comuna: in
timp ce multi se bazau de mult timp pe indicii nonverbale
pentru a gestiona dinamica clasei, putini au examinat
vreodatd Tn mod critic sau au dezvoltat in mod deliberat
acest aspect al practicii lor pedagogice.

Lucrarea se bazeaza pe acest punct de plecare reflexiv
pentru a discuta situatii reale din clasa in care limbajul
corporal devine deosebit de relevant. Acestea includ
momente de tacere sau de aprobare cu capul care sunt
interpretate gresit ca ceva fiind inteles, diferente in
normele de contact vizual intre grupurile culturale,
efectele preddrii intr-o limba strdind asupra prezentei
fizice si expresiei, precum si provocdrile interpretarii
gesturilor si posturilor studentilor in medii cultural
diverse.

Text reception, whether written or oral, constitutes an
essential competence in the academic training process,
and in the medical field — where terminological precision
is vital — its relevance is amplified. Traditionally, this has
been achieved through direct contact with authentic
materials, ranging from everyday dialogues to complex
scientific texts. Today, however, artificial intelligence
(A.L) opens new perspectives for diversifying and
adapting resources, facilitating gradual progress from the
basic levels of linguistic competence (A1-A2) to the
advanced ones (C1-C2). Medicine, as a complex and
demanding domain, requires not only the accumulation of
a considerable volume of knowledge but also its efficient
and precise application. For both students and
professionals, mastering effective learning strategies
becomes crucial in order to meet academic requirements,
retain information in the long term, and acquire the skills
necessary for medical practice.
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The research aims to analyze the process of receiving
written and oral texts in the context of teaching Romanian
to international medical students, with an emphasis on the
development of linguistic and professional competence.
The approach is differentiated, in accordance with the
Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages, adapting working strategies to the level and
pace of each learner. The paper highlights ways in which
traditional expressions and ethnic particularities can be
explained and integrated into the teaching process through
support texts, thus supporting the development of
intercultural competence. Intercultural dialogue and
medical anamnesis dialogue are used as essential tools for
practicing the specialized medical language and for
building communication skills in diverse contexts. We
will emphasize the techniques we use for text reception
through references to toponymy, to lexical units with a
common etymological origin, to forms and meanings
shared across different languages, to key terms, etc. The
analysis of context and of culturally loaded words that
reflect values, traditions, customs, or realities specific to
a community will likewise be a subject of discussion.
Active listening and transcription exercises, as well as
continuous assessment through quizzes and personalized
feedback, will also be integrated here. These methods
enable a proper understanding of medical texts and the
appropriate use of terminology in real professional
situations.

The first properly conducted dissections,
drawings of muscles, bones, the embryo; the connections
he made between the human body and plants, water, or
ether — all of these, as we know them today, were literally
discovered, studied, drawn, and imagined by a brilliant
mind of the Renaissance era. Anatomy, seen through the
eyes of da Vinci, becomes pure art — his early studies of
drapery, the chiaroscuro technique he used at the
beginning of his painting career, all helped him draw the
human body in a way that sometimes only 3D technology
can replicate it — except that it does so 500 years earlier.

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Using Clinical Documents to Teach Medical
English — Traditional and A.L. Approaches

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Abstract:

Clinical documents are specific to different types of
healthcare activities. They include patient-related records,
such as admission notes, written when a patient is
admitted to a hospital, case notes, recorded during history-
taking, discharge summaries, completed when a patient
leaves the hospital, and referral letters, used when sending
the patient from one physician to another for continued
care or specialist advice. In addition to patient-centred
records, there are also diagnostic and test-related
documents. These include laboratory reports that detail
blood test results, radiology reports, such as
interpretations of ultrasounds, X-rays, CT scans, or MRIs,
as well as ECG and pathology reports. And finally, there
are documents related to treatment and clinical
procedures, including prescriptions, surgical reports and
treatment plans.

These documents are very efficient teaching materials in
EMP (English for Medical Purposes) classes. Healthcare
records are rich in technical vocabulary, abbreviations and
acronyms, which makes them useful for teaching medical
English. They are particularly effective for focusing on
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skills like reading comprehension, writing or filling out
clinical notes, understanding terminology and practising
communication in medical environments. They help
students learn specialized vocabulary and develop
language proficiency, as well as communication skills
specific to various medical interactions.

In addition to that, clinical documents support contextual
learning. They offer a practical, context-driven approach
that aids students in grasping both the language used in
actual medical situations and key clinical concepts. This
combination of clinical reasoning with language learning
ultimately encourages critical thinking and personal
interpretation of information.

The present study gives examples of teaching activities
that can be designed using different types of healthcare
records, with an emphasis on the language skills
developed. The exercises may be created using both
traditional methods and modern technologies, such as
Artificial Intelligence (AI) tools.

In preparation for the celebration of the 35th anniversary
of the 1989 Revolution, I built with friends from the
Creative Writing Workshop of the Victor Babes
University of Medicine and Pharmacy a writing exercise
built around three starting points of high intensity. The
first was the watercolors of Cristina Renard (1938-2023),
My Timigoara in Watercolors. In recent years, the artist's
daughter, Renée Renard, also a plastic artist, has been
publishing calendars in which each month is illustrated
with a watercolor, thus always keeping the artist's works
in our attention and allowing us to compare the Timisoara
of today with the one of yesteryear.

The second inspiring event where we rediscovered the
works in which Cristina Renard immortalizes Timisoara
was the exhibition Opposite Perspective — One Future,
organized by the Trib' Art association and opened on
October 24, 2024, at the Casa Artelor, in the Studio Art
Hall. Five emblematic places for Timisoara were
recreated with the help of CGI (Computer-Generated
Imagery) technology from two opposite perspectives. The
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harmonious, balanced, prosperous future — the utopian
version, and the dystopian one — one of challenges and
risks. The exhibition invited reflection and encouraged
responsible attitudes, because the transformation of the
city for better or for worse, over time, is the consequence
of our choices, the inhabitants'. The works we admired
and the music we listened to helped us become aware of
how our behaviors allow or not to protect the
environment, reduce consumerism, alleviate poverty,
integrate migrants, so that urban life and the city's identity
maintain/improve their quality. The return to the past was
achieved through the works of Cristina Renard and by
accessing the memory laboratories of Renée's home
neighborhood, as well as through the installation of
Ciprian Chirileanu, who reminded us that the wheels of
bicycles and that of time always twin on the city streets.
The visual impact of the works of artists Cristina Nagy,
Dan Simeon, Flavius Marusca was amplified by musical
compositions signed by Belibov Adrian, Harko David,
Joel Benson, Andresel Adriana-Simona, Bogdan Cotirta,
Melencu George. Supported by the Project Center of
Timisoara Municipality, this project put art at the service
of social and ecological awareness.

We had our third meeting with Cristina Renard on
November 29, 2024, in the workshop session where
Renée Renard herself hosted us. We discussed her works
from the exhibition Worlds at the Intersections. Destinies
from the Archive — 20 new works after 20 photographs
selected from an impressive oral history archive,
coordinated by Smaranda Vultur. The workshop took
place in the auditorium of the "Eugen Todoran" Central
University Library in Timisoara, surrounded by
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symbolically processed photographs and discovering the
website Worlds at the Intersections. Life Stories from
Banat, a digital platform made available to the public on
October 22, 2024, through a project of the Narrative
Association, a research project on intangible cultural
heritage, coordinated by Cinty Ionescu. One of the 50
surprising life stories that can be read on this website is
that of Cristina Renard.

Thus prepared, we were able to write about Timisoara, and
the 13 texts we created reached the public's consciousness
on May 17, 2025, in our own reading, within the National
Symposium Health and Beauty through Tradition and
Innovation — Dialogue between Homeopathy and the Arts,
in the Baroque Hall of the National Museum of Art in
Timisoara.

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Challenges Faced by Medicine Students
when Learning for Level C1 Exam — CAE

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Abstract:

For medical students, whose academic lives are already
full of demanding coursework and clinical response-
bilities, preparing for Level C1 exam — CAE, presents a
unique set of challenges. Medicine and language learning
require different approaches and different sets of tools to
use. Medical training stresses the importance of precision,
learning by heart sets of rules, and analytical thinking,
whereas the Level Cl1 exam — CAE tests linguistic
flexibility, creativity and a different kind of training based
on examples, inferences or argumentation.

Many medical students approach the Level C1 exam —
CAE with certain study habits they use for medical
school, which rely on passive learning such as reading
textbooks or watching lectures. CAE preparation requires
practicing writing tasks, doing timed reading compre-
hension or listening comprehension exercises, and
participating in mock speaking tests. If you are not used
to this kind of examination and you do not take into
consideration prior preparation, students may definitely
underperform.

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Overcoming Emotional and Linguistic
Barriers: Ways of Helping Students
Do Their Future Jobs in English

Abstract:

Teaching English in practical contexts, with a significant
impact on the business world, is becoming increasingly
necessary and in demand within large companies in
Romania. There is always a need for specialists in finance,
marketing, or various types of negotiations who can
perform at the highest level in an international language
other than their mother tongue. Therefore, it is essential
today to identify the most effective methods for students
to overcome emotional and linguistic barriers and succeed
in their jobs in English. This study began with the goal of
discovering the emotional triggers that help students build
confidence in themselves and their linguistic and
specialised skills to succeed at work.

This paper has three parts. The first part briefly presents
two essential theories for students to develop effective
communication in the workplace. Dale Carnegie's (1888—
1955) theory claims that anyone can learn to speak well in
public through practice and developing self-confidence.
His work, The Quick and Easy Way to Effective Speaking,
laid the foundations of modern public speaking courses,
which are still followed globally. The second theory from
which we start to facilitate the efficient transmission of
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information is that of Nancy Duarte, according to which
effective presentations are built like a story — with tension,
contrast and emotional resonance. Her works, Slide:ology
(2008) and Resonate (2010), have changed how leaders
and companies build visual presentations. The second part
presents some practical activities carried out first in
seminar classes with students from the Faculty of
Economics and Business Administration, University of
Craiova, second year and then in practical contexts in a
company that encourages the development of students'
communication skills in work contexts. The third part
presents the students' progress, considering the principles
of the two theories and the classical methods used in the
courses.

It was noted that good theoretical and even practical
knowledge, but remaining at the classroom level, is not
enough to give students confidence in themselves and
their abilities to have the right attitude to be successful in
the workplace. There is, therefore, a need for a more
rigorous combination of the methods of theorists who
study success in public speaking with strategies for
developing linguistic skills to perform in English at work.

Highly qualified,
patient-centred medical care places us in front of very
special situations, requiring the contemporary doctor to
quickly adapt to unexpected situations arising, in parallel
with the pathological challenge, from the sensitive area of
cultural differences.

The ability to perceive and understand individuals
according to the society in which they emerged and lived,
their individual context, and to act in an appropriate
manner define what we call cultural competence. In the
contemporary context, any health professional must be
very well trained, first of all, to get to know themselves,
to understand and value their own life experience (the
social system in which they emerged from and were
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formed by, the attitude of others towards fundamental
concepts such as life and death, health and illness) to
which they can relate in full knowledge of the facts.

For full therapeutic success, the doctor must deeply
understand the fact that all these elements are influential
in the choices that individuals make in the fight for
survival. Only if these levels of knowledge are well-
informed, the health professional can focus on the
problems and needs of a patient coming from another
cultural reality.

Abstract:

Cette étude explore le role de la traduction littéraire en tant
qu’exercice cognitif et culturel dans 1’apprentissage du
francgais, en analysant la maniere dont des éleves de niveau
A2-B1 parviennent a restituer le sens et les nuances d’un
extrait mémoriel du Journal d’Hélene Berr,
comparativement a une traduction automatisée réalisée
par intelligence artificielle. La traduction a été, au fil du
temps, soit centrale dans les méthodes traditionnelles
d’enseignement, soit marginalisée dans le cadre des
approches communicatives modernes ; toutefois, les
recherches récentes soulignent son importance dans le
développement de la pensée critique, de la flexibilité
cognitive et des compétences interculturelles.

La traduction ne se limite pas a la transposition littérale
des mots, mais implique des processus cognitifs,
I’évaluation contextuelle et la négociation des signifi-
cations culturelles. Sur le plan cognitif, elle stimule la
mémoire lexicale, sémantique et contextuelle, consolidant
les structures linguistiques dans la mémoire a long terme.

La structure méthodologique de la lecon comprenait
quatre étapes : documentation, traduction individuelle,
analyse en groupe et comparaison avec la traduction
automatisée.

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Teaching EFL Vocabulary in the Light of A.IL

Abstract:

Today, the prospects of teaching vocabulary look very
different than a few decades ago: not only have paper-
based dictionaries become obsolete, but electronic
dictionaries are neither popular among students as they
generally prefer search engines, Google Translate and
A.lL-powered tools (like DeepL, ChatGPT or Google
Gemini) when looking up the meaning of a word. In light
of these advancements and also research findings on
students’ vocabulary learning strategies and expectations
(Curcio 2022, Aycicek and Giir 2024, Dringé-Horvéth
2017, Al-Fraidan and Fakhli 2024, Markus et al. 2023
among others), including my own data (results of a short
questionnaire filled out by university students on diction-
nary use), the paper proposes a combined approach that
incorporates the use of electronic dictionaries, databases
and A.L.-powered tools in teaching new vocabulary.

Such an approach can be applied at various age groups
(from high school to university) and also levels (starting
with elementary level upwards), although it is more
applicable and purposeful at advanced levels, as it might
distract and overwhelm lower-level students. For more
advanced learners, however, an integrated approach,
which combines electronic dictionaries, databases and
A.L.-powered tools can serve as a further learning aid that
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fosters the acquisition of collocations, idioms and
language chunks (a prerequisite for natural sounding
language production), alongside traditional learning
materials.

A teaching methodology to support the integrated use of
various tools is a task-based approach as understood by
Ellis (2009), where students accomplish a specific task,
and thereby notice (and in some cases also use) certain
targeted linguistic expressions. Intermediate learners tend
to struggle with the acquisition of new vocabulary (stage
known as the intermediate plateau) as they are inclined to
learn words in isolation and often fail to notice words in
their context. A task-based approach based on the
integrated use of various sources can give students the
opportunity to experience language use in several contexts
and in a variety of ways. Despite the effort it requires
(careful planning and guidance on the part of the teacher),
this method can help students to become more
autonomous language learners/users and develop not only
their vocabulary skills but also their metalinguistic
awareness. As such, the paper presents the characteristics
of a task-based approach and suggests ways in which it
can allow for the use of various sources in teaching
vocabulary.

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Poetry and the Impulse to Reinterpret

Abstract:

Stylistics is a complex, eclectic, but at the same time
rigorous field, which combines all the semantic and
linguistic resources of language for the nuanced
understanding of communication, especially artistic
communication. In this sense, the paper aims to delve
deeper into the linguistic and semantic aspects with
expressive relevance in relation to the lyrical text,
considering the Psalms of Tudor Arghezi, a Romanian
poet who asserted himself in the interwar period.

In a total of 18, of which three have more developed titles
(Silent Psalm, Psalm of Youth, Psalm of Mystery), the
Psalms are published over the course of 40 years of
literary activity, differing in the context of Arghezi's lyrics
through their artistic style. These poems have been the
object of multiple stylistic analyses over time. The
freshness of the Arghezi phrase, however, offers multiple
possibilities of interpretation, the artistic message being
organically linked to the word masterfully crafted by the
poet who laboured with words.

Starting from the principle of poetic reinterpretation and
contextualization, the relationship between form and
poetic idea will be highlighted, through the analysis of a
linguistic and semantic category that carries with it new
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interpretative visions: the phraseological unit (expression
and locution). An essential source of artistic expression, it
leads the reader towards semantic spheres that are difficult
to anticipate, enhancing meanings and offering new
directions of interpretation.

The ambiguity of Arghezi's lyrical text in a postmodern
era deeply marked by technology and the presence of A.IL
in an increasing number of areas of existence
demonstrates the complexity of the human being, the only
one capable of generating meaning in nonsense, order in
disorder and revelation in mystery. The intrinsic
expressiveness of the phraseological units is doubled by
that of the poetic language carefully outlined around the
idea, differentiating the human-creator from artificial
intelligence and giving the poems the charm of originality.
Expressions and idioms, by definition difficult to translate
into other languages, will be subject to analysis.

The purpose of this approach is to highlight the richness
of Arghezi's poetic language. The poet uses the word as
an instrument for the formation of the poetic idea,
deliberately metaphorized in structures that require
deciphering by the skill of the reader inclined towards
aesthetics.

Abstract:

The aim of the article is to underline the importance of the
use of the Communicative Language Teaching Method
(CLT), within the medical language course. Rather than
using the classic methodology in studying a foreign
language, teachers use communicative learning teaching
skills in order to engage students in debates, team projects,
to learn both new language concepts and behavioural
skills. The research will look at interactional patterns,
tasks, practical exercises that underline the use of CLT
within a medical academic course. At the same time, the
article analyses whether the teaching method can be used
to acquire essential knowledge for a medical career, such
as effective doctor-patient communication, learning
appropriate behavioural patterns in the relationship with
the patient from the moment they enter the triage room
until discharge. CLT aims to enable learners to
communicate in the target language and learners use “the
target language a great deal through communicative
activities such as language games, role play and problem-
solving tasks” (Larsen-Freeman, D., 2000: 129).
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Instruction focuses on two objectives: modifying the
learning environment to suit the learning characteristics
and individual needs of students, providing direct or
focused interventions to improve each student's ability to
acquire new knowledge, high-level reasoning, problem-
solving skills, independent work and collaboration with
peers, ultimately to cope intellectually and socially with
the demands of the academic course.

Medical communication is crucial for successful
treatment, as it increases patient safety, improves patient
satisfaction and minimizes misunderstandings that can
have serious health consequences. Communication in the
medical field is also highly demanding and thus differs
considerably from everyday communication. Effective
communication promotes trust between doctor and
patient, ensures that patients understand and adhere to
their treatment plans, and enables more accurate diagnosis
and better care. It includes both clear verbal explanations
and empathetic non-verbal cues, and requires active
listening and adapting language to the patient's level of
understanding.

Abstract:

The specialized language of medical rehabilitation is a
cornerstone of both clinical practice and research,
ensuring effective communication among physicians,
physiotherapists, psychologists, and other professionals
involved in the rehabilitation process. Traditionally,
terminology has evolved from the Greco-Latin medical
lexicon, enriched with concepts drawn from neurology,

orthopaedics, and physiology. Terms such as hemiplegia,
spasticity, contracture, and muscle hypotrophy exemplify
the conceptual precision required in assessment and
treatment. Moreover, standardized frameworks such as
the International Classification of Functioning, Disability
and Health (ICF), developed by the World Health
Organization, provide a shared reference for describing
disability and functional progress. Nevertheless, the
traditional language of rehabilitation presents certain
limitations. From the patient’s perspective, medical jargon
is often difficult to understand and may cause anxiety.
Variability in terminology across disciplines can lead to
misunderstandings within interdisciplinary teams. In a
field where patient adherence and motivation are key
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therapeutic  factors, clarity and accessibility of
communication become as important as the interventions
themselves.

Artificial intelligence introduces a major transformation
in this context. Natural language processing (NLP)
algorithms enable the automatic analysis of clinical notes,
extraction of relevant data, and translation of technical
terms into more comprehensible language. The
integration of medical ontologies supports digital
standardization and interoperability across healthcare
systems. In rehabilitation, Al-powered applications can
explain exercises and treatment protocols in user-friendly
formats, generate personalized reports, and support
telemedicine programs. These innovations offer
significant benefits, including increased efficiency,
democratized access to medical knowledge, and a
reduction in administrative burden for professionals.
However, they also raise challenges: the risk of
oversimplification, algorithmic errors due to incomplete
data, and ethical dilemmas regarding accountability for
Al-assisted decisions.

Thus, the specialized language of rehabilitation medicine
is undergoing a continuous process of adaptation,
positioned at the intersection of academic tradition and
digital innovation. The future of the field will depend on
its ability to balance scientific rigor with communicative
accessibility, leveraging artificial intelligence as a
complementary rather than substitutive tool to human
expertise.

Abstract:

The rapid development of artificial intelligence techno-
logies, particularly advanced neural machine translation
(NMT) models, has triggered a profound transformation
of the traditional translation process. This paper explores
the future workflow in the field, arguing that the
forthcoming paradigm is not one of human replacement
by machines, but one of synergistic integration, where
human expertise and machine mediation combine to
create a more efficient, scalable, and high-quality
translation ecosystem. The study rejects the false
dichotomy between human and machine translation,
instead proposing a hybrid, human-in-the-loop model.

The analysis identifies three critical phases in the new
workflow: pre-editing (preparing and training systems for
specific projects), the translation proper (where NMT acts
as a primary productivity engine), and post-editing (the
essential activity where the human translator intervenes to
correct, refine, and enrich the text, ensuring cultural
nuance, stylistic coherence, and conceptual accuracy).
The translator’s role evolves from a mere content creator
to a content manager and quality-control specialist, whose
critical judgment and emotional intelligence become more
valuable than ever.
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In conclusion, the future of translation is one of mediation
— an intelligent collaboration where the machine handles
volume, speed, and terminological consistency, and the
human brings creativity, critical thinking, and a deep
understanding of context. This symbiosis will not
diminish the profession but will redefine it, demanding
new competencies and specializations. The path to
success lies not in fighting technology but in embracing it
as a powerful tool, thereby amplifying the unique value of
human expertise in an ever-evolving linguistic landscape.

Daniel Mason’s short story The Wolves of Circassia is
extremely interesting due to the manner in which it reveals
the intricate relationship between space and the
characters’ identity, experienced by the characters
themselves and, through them, by the readers of the text.
One of the dimensions of the characters’ identity is their
space-awareness which plays an active role in (re)shaping
their self-awareness. It is a process mediated by their
sense of belonging to certain spaces, which can reach the
level of a profound and lasting attachment. This process
is also conditioned by the characters” memory. Memory-
affecting health conditions result in a blurred border
between real and imaginary spaces, but this can be a
trigger for more sincere, less constrained, social
interactions and, thus, for new or newly-activated identity
facets. In discovering their new identity facets, people can
form new relationships or revive others which have
remained relevant to them.

People in their old age are more affected by health
conditions which cause a decline in their cognitive
abilities, memory included; consequently, they can create
worlds where the physical and the imaginary dimensions
of spaces intertwine. They can also become inhabitants of
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such worlds, turned into ways of escaping an oppressive
‘objective’ reality, whether it takes the form of old-age
dementia or Covid-19 pandemic-caused alienation. In
such cases, episodic emotional memories and imagined
memories intertwine similarly to real and imaginary
spaces. The situational context-based emotional colouring
of memories is part of the larger frame represented by
one’s needs and if those needs can be met only in a(n)
(partly) imaginary world, the character will take refuge in
it. Even if these worlds seem to be the result of health
conditions, they can still remain ideal spaces, where the
characters can get in touch with their true inner selves.

Abstract:

Our scientific research focused on the literary
representation of the concepts “public space” and “private
space”, from an identity and comparative perspective. At
first, we considered essential the theoretical fundamentals
of the concepts, from a diachronic and synchronic point
of view. Our aim was also the formulation of specific
analyses and the exemplification of spaciousness. By
means of the researched studies and fields, we aimed at a
theoretical diachronic analysis of the concepts “public
space” and “private space”, the way they intermingle in
history and at certain identities in the Romanian modern
novel that manifest themselves within these two spaces;
their evolution or involution, the way they are influenced
or not by what means the space where the main characters
deploy their activities and lead their life.

In their studies on Modernity, Jiirgen Habermas and
Hannah Arendt ascribe a greater value to the public as
compared to the private. Although they have slightly
different opinions about the public and the private
spheres, they both show interest in a theory of
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communicative action. They consider public space as a
certain need that people have to come up in front of the
others, showing a favourable image and taking decisions
together. Another common perspective that the two
German philosophers have on the concept of “public
space” is that they consider it a place where nobody can
rule or can be ruled. H. Arendt ascribes to the public
sphere a constructive character, considering it a place that
produces new cultures.

The literary representations were made by using symbolic
images of private and social life of the main characters.
The performance of the role in the public and private
spheres is a clear illustration of the specific life in the
Romanian society belonging to the 19th century and the
beginning of the 20th one. The uttered thoughts of the
characters translate their inner state, their actions and
vision on the polyvalent existence that takes place in
between the two areas, allowing their features to guide
their destiny line. The writers of the 19th and 20th
centuries have illustrated the specifics of the daily life in
the urban and rural spaces.

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Renewal Sources for the Inventory of
Affixoids in Romanian Specialised Language

Abstract:

This article focuses on the topic of thematic compounding,
in the process of continuous invention, claimed by
specialised medical language, especially, in teaching
Romanian medical language for foreign students. The
premises we start from are that the creation of neologisms
through affixation is a linguistic process that abides by two
conservatory principles: the matrix principle, origin
dynamics — a fundamental principle and the Panlatin unity
principle — a principle we consider to be a derived one. In
the first part, we make a theoretical presentation of the
irreversible paradigms for the structural unity in the
affixation process (with reference to general lexis,
respectively Panlatin specialised medical vocabulary), the
dynamics given by the tridimensional value of affixoids
(cognitive, linguistic, communicative), branching out
based on an “archi-concept”. These allow for the develop-
ment of assertions in the second part of the research,
regarding renewal sources of the inventory of affixoids in
contemporary medical terminology, among which are:
original association of already existing morphemes in
every national language — the so-called blitz terms of
conceptualisation in specialised languages (as opposed to
blitz terms of globalization, for instance, momentary,
reversible creations); autonomous words in the general

vocabulary, formed following the patterns of affixoid self
combination; letters of the Greek alphabet (gama therapy);
chemical elements (radiotherapy), elements of Greek —
Roman medical terminology (acromegaly, galactocele).
We totally agree that the process of affixation is limitless,
being open and motivated system; it is a denominative
process of creative intervention, source of lexical neology;
it respects the tendencies towards linguistic economy,
which is very useful in learning Romanian medical
language, for foreign students.

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Unspoken Classroom: Navigating Body
Language in EMI Medical Education

Abstract:

As English Medium Instruction (EMI) becomes increa-
singly central to medical education in Romania, new
pedagogical challenges emerge at the intersection of
language, culture, and communication. While EMI
training typically prioritizes linguistic accuracy, fluency,
and subject-specific terminology, it often neglects an
essential component of classroom interaction: body
language. In the context of Romanian universities, where
many professors teach medical disciplines in English to
international students, the nonverbal dimension of
communication plays a key, yet frequently
unacknowledged, role.

This paper examines the significance of body language in
EMI classrooms, particularly within Romanian medical
faculties where educators navigate multilingual and
multicultural environments. Drawing on reflections
collected during a professional refresher course conducted
at Vasile Goldis Western University of Arad, I explore the
extent to which Romanian faculty members are
consciously aware of their own and their students’
nonverbal communication. Although body language was
not a central focus of the training, participants were asked
to reflect on its role in their EMI context. The responses
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from 108 professors revealed a shared realization: while
many had long relied on nonverbal cues to manage
classroom dynamics, few had ever critically examined or
deliberately developed this aspect of their pedagogical
practice.

The paper builds on this reflective starting point to discuss
real-world classroom situations in which body language
becomes particularly relevant. These include moments of
silence or nodding that are misread as understanding,
differences in eye contact norms across cultural groups,
the effects of teaching in a non-native language on
physical presence and expression, and the challenges of
interpreting students’ gestures and postures in culturally
diverse settings. These observations are situated within a
broader theoretical framework that includes research on
intercultural communication, EMI methodology, and
medical education in Romania but not only.

Ultimately, this contribution argues that nonverbal
communication must be recognized as a core pedagogical
skill for EMI educators, particularly in medical contexts
where empathy, clarity, and attentiveness are
indispensable. The paper concludes by proposing the
integration of body language awareness into EMI training
programs in Romania, emphasizing that in
internationalized classrooms, what is unspoken may be
just as influential as what is said.

Abstract:

This investigation examines artificial intelligence's trans-
formative impact on human cognition and cultural
transmission through a philosophical lens grounded in
psychological theory. The analysis begins with a peda-
gogical encounter — a student's question “Why learn when
A.l. knows?” — which serves as an entry point for
exploring how algorithmic systems fundamentally recon-
figure humanity's relationship with knowledge acquisition
and processing. The study positions contemporary A.L
developments within the historical trajectory of cognitive
technologies, from alphabetic writing to digital networks,
arguing that current large language models represent not a
rupture but an acceleration in the long-standing process of
cognitive externalization. Through personal encounters
with advanced A.l. systems that induce “intellectual
vertigo”, the author documents the distinctive asymmetry
these technologies create in human-machine dialogues,
where algorithmic systems project seemingly boundless
generative capacity that challenges traditional cognitive
boundaries.

Drawing on Michael Lynch’s concept of “epistemic
outsourcing” and Bernard Stiegler’s theory of
“grammatization”, the analysis demonstrates how the
redistribution of mental processes to algorithmic systems
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constitutes an ontological reconfiguration of human
cognitive architecture. This transformation involves a
shift from being primary information processors to
becoming sophisticated arbiters of algorithmic
recommendations, fundamentally altering the relationship
between subject and knowledge.

The investigation reveals that contemporary epistemic
outsourcing transcends earlier technological extensions of
cognition by introducing the grammatization of thought
itself. Unlike writing or printing, which required active
participation in  meaning-construction, algorithmic
cognition enables the delegation of comparison, analysis,
pattern recognition, and judgment to processes operating
beyond embodied consciousness. This creates what the
author terms a “flattened ontological terrain”, where
conventional hierarchies of intellectual authority undergo
radical dissolution.

The study’s central thesis argues that what emerges from
this cognitive redistribution is neither diminished human
capacity nor unambiguous enhancement, but a boundary
reconfiguration where creativity exists in the complex
entanglement of human subjectivity and technological
systems. This symbiotic landscape of cultural co-creation
produces hybrid cognitive outputs that aggregate
knowledge from both biological and computational
substrates, challenging Western epistemology's traditional
emphasis on autonomous individual thinking.

The analysis concludes by proposing that future cultural
production will be characterized by dynamic symbiosis
rather than algorithmic determination or nostalgic preser-
vation of purely human creation. Through collaborative
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engagement with A.L. systems, new modes of expression,
knowledge forms, and aesthetic experiences may emerge
that would remain inaccessible to either human or
machine intelligence operating in isolation. This
perspective suggests that the pertinent question shifts
from “Who is the true creator?” to “What novel forms of
creativity become possible through collaborative entan-
glement?” The implications extend beyond technological
adoption to fundamental questions about human
flourishing, cultural inheritance, and the nature of
knowledge itself in a digitally transformed world.

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Romanian Lexiculturemes in Medical
Context. Findings and Solutions

Abstract:

There are sometimes situations in which communication
between a native speaker and a non-native speaker proves
to be ineffective, not because the non-native speaker does
not know the words in question, but because he misses
their cultural load. For example, a medical student
learning Romanian as a Foreign Language would do well
to know, once he reaches the Threshold Level, to
differentiate between “bani in plic” (gift) received from a
wedding guest and “bani in plic” (bribe) offered by a
patient (a situation still present in the journalistic style).
Still too little discussed in the teaching of Romanian as a
Foreign Language, unlike in the field of translations,
where Georgiana Lungu-Badea’s research constitutes a
scientific reference for the concept of “culturem”, such
lexiculturemes continue to pose some difficulty for both
Romanian as a Foreign Language teachers and learners.
This is because the cultural connotation that certain words
evoke, according to the concept of French linguist Robert
Galisson, is discovered especially when we encounter the
“Otherness”.

It is, of course, also the case for Romanian for specific

objectives, where, returning to the dialogue between
doctor and patient, in addition to the complicity of
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empathy, it would be good to create one at the
communication level too, in order to avoid any linguistic
confusion or cultural awkwardness. In this paper, we
therefore aim to see to what extent such Romanian
lexiculturemes have been utilized in various medical
language textbooks and materials. Where do these appear
more frequently? In oral and / or written inputs? Finally,
is it translation a good enough technique in such cases or
other solutions are needed from the Romanian as a
Foreign Language teacher? And, if so, what might be
some that are at hand?
