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Art. 1. (1) The Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara (UMFVBT) is accredited
by the Ministry of Education as an Organising Institution for Doctoral Studies (IOSUD), a higher
education institution that has legally acquired the right to organise doctoral programmes, in
accordance with the provisions of Higher Education Law No. 199/2023, with subsequent amendments
and additions, M.E. Order No. 3020 of 8 January 2024 approving the Framework Regulation on doctoral
studies, and the Charter of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara, with
subsequent amendments and additions.

(2) The mission of UMFVBT is that of an institution of higher education and advanced research,
established by Senate Decision.

Art. 2. The organisation and conduct of the admission competition for doctoral programmes at the Victor
Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara is based on the following legal provisions:

e Government Decision No. 1,653 of 12 December 2024 on the conditions for financing study grants
and specialisation and professional training/improvement internships awarded to Romanians everywhere
and foreign citizens,

e Order of the Ministry of Education No. 5987/2021 on maintaining accreditation for the organisation of
doctoral study programmes for the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara;

e Ministry of Education Order No. 3693 of 01.02.2024 approving the framework methodology for
organising admission to bachelor's, master's and doctoral degree programmes,

e Order of the Ministry of Education No. 3020 of 8 January 2024 approving the Framework Regulation
on doctoral studies, with subsequent amendments and additions;

e Order of the Ministry of Education No. 5,552 of 16 July 2024 approving the Methodology on the
conditions for the enrolment of Romanians from all over the world and foreign citizens in state, private
and private religious higher education institutions accredited in Romania;

e Order of the Ministry of Education No. 5,655 of 23 July 2024 on the admission of foreign citizens to
undergraduate and postgraduate studies, on places where tuition fees are paid in foreign currency,

e Order of the Ministry of Education No. 3714/2018 on the approval of the Regulations on the
organisation, functioning and operation of the Single Matriculation Register of Universities in Romania.
Art. 3. Doctoral studies represent the third cycle of university studies, which allows students to obtain a
level 8 qualification in the European Qualifications Framework (EQF/CEC) and the National
Qualifications Framework (CNC).

Art. 4. Doctoral studies represent the third cycle of university studies, the purpose of which is to develop
human resources competent in scientific research, capable of entering the highly skilled labour market.
They consist of training through research for research and development and innovation and constitute
professional research experience, completed, after the defence of the doctoral thesis and validation of the
procedure, by the award of a doctoral degree.

Art. 5. (1) The Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara has the right to organise
admission competitions for doctoral programmes in the fundamental field of Biological and Biomedical
Sciences, with the following areas of specialisation: Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmacy, in accordance
with the UMFVBT Charter and with respect for university autonomy.

(2) The doctorate is the highest level of university studies, the purpose of which is to develop knowledge
through advanced scientific research. The doctorate is a distinct cycle of university studies which has two
components: a training programme based on advanced university studies and a scientific research
programme.

Art. 6. Within UMFVBT, doctoral university study programmes are organised in doctoral schools and
are of the scientific doctoral type, whose purpose is to produce original, internationally relevant
scientific knowledge based on scientific methods, organised only in the form of full-time education.
This can also be achieved under the conditions provided for in_Article 9(11) of Order 3020/2024, on
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a fee-paying basis. A scientific doctorate is a prerequisite for a professional career in higher education
and research.
b) Doctoral studies are conducted in Romanian, in a language of national minorities or in an international
language, according to the doctoral study contract concluded between 10SUD, the doctoral supervisor
and the doctoral student. At UMFVBT, doctoral studies are conducted in Romanian or English.
Art. 7. Doctoral studies last 4 years and comprise 240 transferable ECTS/SECT credits, including one
year of advanced doctoral training totalling 60 transferable ECTS/SECT credits.
Art. 8. Admission to doctoral studies at UMFVBT is organised in Romanian, by doctoral field, within
provisionally authorised or accredited doctoral schools, as follows:

- the field of Medicine within the Doctoral School of Medicine;

- Pharmacy within the Doctoral School of Pharmacy;

- the field of Dentistry within the Doctoral School of Dentistry.
Art. 9. At UMFVBT, doctoral studies are organised in the form of full-time and/or part-time education,
both for places funded from the state budget in the form of doctoral grants and for places funded by fees
or other legally constituted sources.
Art. 10. The number of places funded by the state budget for each institution organising doctoral studies
is established annually by order of the Minister of Education, and the number of fee-paying places is
established by decision of the University Senate.
Art. 11. (1) UMFVBT - I0SUD organises an admission competition for doctoral studies in September,
which consists of a selection process for candidates for each vacant doctoral student position that the
doctoral supervisors within the doctoral school decide to propose for filling during the admission session
organised by 10SUD through the doctoral schools.
(2) The research topics for each vacant doctoral student position are proposed by the doctoral
supervisor and approved by the doctoral school council.
(3) The form of funding for each doctoral student position proposed for filling is approved by the
CSUD before they are put up for competition, depending on the research topic proposed by the
doctoral supervisor, in accordance with the institutional strategy for funding priority areas and areas
of interest and based on IOSUD's own regulations.
(4) The selection of candidates for vacant doctoral student positions is carried out by the doctoral
school, in accordance with these regulations.
Art. 12. The number of places/areas of doctoral study/categories of candidates/forms of funding shall be
determined by the IOSUD management, in accordance with the regulations of the Ministry of Education,
and shall be posted at a later date on the university's website.
Art. 13. In order to establish the enrolment figures for each admission session, the CSUD centralises and
takes into account the centralisations made by the doctoral schools regarding the requests of doctoral
supervisors in order to organise an admission competition for each vacant doctoral student position
under their supervision.
Art. 14. (1) The doctoral schools within UMFVBT ensure the transparency of the selection and admission
procedures for doctoral studies, the evaluation criteria and the standards required of candidates, where
applicable, as well as guaranteeing access to this information.
(2) The criteria for evaluating and selecting candidates based on the general characteristics of the
vacant doctoral student position advertised (according to the form of organisation of the study
programme, type of funding, rights and obligations of the doctoral student following admission to
the respective position, etc.) shall be posted at least 6 months before the admission competition on
the UMFVBT website, at www.umft.ro, Admission Section — Doctoral Programmes.
(3) Information regarding the organisation of the admission competition for doctoral studies shall be
displayed at the institution's headquarters and published on the official website of UMFVBT at least
30 days prior to the competition.
Art. 15. Within UMFVBT — I0OSUD, according to Senate Decision no. 11/17694/28.11.2018, the number
of doctoral students who can be supervised simultaneously by a doctoral supervisor is a maximum of 8.
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Art. 16. The admission competition calendar is approved by the university's Board of Directors, at the
proposal of the CSUD/Doctoral School.

Art. 17. At the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara, all admission-related
activities are computerised.

CAPITOLUL Il. ADMISSION COMMITTEES

Art. 18. (1) The Central Admission Committee for Doctoral Studies (CCAD) is proposed by the CSUD,
approved by the Board of Directors and established by decision of the Rector.
(2) The Central Commission for Admission to Doctoral Studies is made up of doctoral supervisors from
the Doctoral School, from each doctoral field, as follows:

- chair

- 4 members

- secretary

- 1 alternate member
Art. 19. The Central Commission for Admission to Doctoral Studies (CCAD) has the following
responsibilities:

- Supervising the entire admission competition process;

- Supervises compliance with candidate registration procedures by university staff involved in

organising admissions;

- oversees the centralisation of scores and the display of results;

- verifies the results of the admission competition;

- Coordinates the activity of the admission committees per Doctoral School;

- intervenes in the resolution of exceptional situations, when necessary.

Art. 20. (1) The admission committee for doctoral studies for each Doctoral School (CASD) is
proposed by the CSD, approved by the Board of Directors and established by decision of the Rector.
(2) The admission committee for doctoral studies for each Doctoral School (CASD) has the following
responsibilities:

- coordinates and monitors the entire admission competition process;

- analyses and resolves candidates' appeals;

- verifies compliance with the candidate registration procedures by the university staff involved in

organising the admission process;

- approves applications for exemption from the registration fee;

- approves candidates' standard letters of intent regarding the allocation of specific places;

- ensures the centralisation of scores and the display of results;

- verifies the results of the admission competition;
Art. 21. The composition of the admission competition committee for doctoral studies is established by
each doctoral supervisor for the vacant position(s) of doctoral student(s), with a view to evaluating the
oral test (interview), and consists of:

- achair (doctoral supervisor)

- 3 members who may be part of the doctoral supervisor's research team. These may be teaching

staff affiliated with the doctoral school or teaching and research staff not affiliated with it.

Art. 22. The duties of the chair of the Technical Committee for Admission to Doctoral Studies are as
follows:

- Proposing the competition topics and bibliography;

- Proposes the composition of the competition committee;

- Coordinates the activity of the Competition Committee regarding the admission of candidates to
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technical doctoral studies and participates in the examination of the candidate. The members of
the committee participate in the examination of the candidate, together with the chair of the
committee.
Art. 23. The competition committee has the following duties:

- ensuring the smooth running and fairness of the admission competition;

- isresponsible for evaluating candidates by correctly applying the selection criteria established by
the University;

- is responsible, under signature, for the correct calculation of the score for each candidate,
respectively for completing the minutes with the score/grade of each candidate;

CAPITOLUL I1l. ADMISSION CANDIDATES

Art. 24. The following are eligible to participate in the admission competition for doctoral studies:

e graduates with a master's degree obtained in Romania or equivalent, regardless of the year of
graduation from the master's programme;

e graduates with a bachelor's degree or equivalent (bachelor's degree of graduates of 5- or 6-year
study programmes, full-time education), issued until the year of graduation of the first bachelor's
degree class organised in accordance with the provisions of Law No. 288/2004 on the organisation
of university studies, as amended and supplemented (long-term education);

e Resident doctors thus have the status of research assistant or university assistant for a fixed period,
being remunerated for both activities, in accordance with the law. The status of research assistant
or university assistant is obtained through a competition in accordance with the legislation in force.

Art. 25. (1) Enrolment in the competition for admission to doctoral studies at UMFVBT is not conditional
on the field in which the bachelor's or master's degree was obtained.

(2) The total cumulative duration of the bachelor's and master's degree programmes must be at least 300
transferable credits (ECTYS).

Art. 26. Citizens of European Union Member States, European Economic Area Member States and the
Swiss Confederation, as well as British citizens and their family members, as beneficiaries of the
Agreement on the withdrawal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland from the
European Union and the European Atomic Energy Community 2019/C 384 1/01 may participate in the
admission to all university study cycles, under the same conditions as those laid down by law for
Romanian citizens, including with regard to tuition fees.

Art. 27. (1) Citizens who are not part of the European Union, the European Economic Area and the Swiss
Confederation (non-EU citizens), graduates with a master's degree or graduates with a bachelor's degree
or equivalent from long-term university studies (5, 6 years) may also apply for admission to doctoral
studies. The recognition of their studies completed outside Romania will be carried out by the relevant
department within the Ministry of Education. The recognition of their studies outside Romania will be
carried out by the relevant department within the Ministry of Education.

(2) Foreign citizens may enrol in doctoral studies if they have documents certifying their citizenship of
the respective state.

(3) Foreign candidates with permanent residence abroad (in non-EU countries) may enrol in doctoral
studies at their own expense, in the places allocated to non-EU/CPV candidates, the equivalent value of
the tuition fee being established by the Regulation on the amount of tuition fees and other fees within
UMFVBT.

(4) The granting of scholarships or exemption from tuition fees may only be approved by the Ministry of
Education.

(5) The fields of study for doctoral studies are the same as those for Romanian candidates.
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(6) Foreign doctoral students from outside the European Community will carry out the same professional
activities as Romanian doctoral students in accordance with the doctoral programme.

CAPITOLUL IV. LANGUAGE SKILLS - ROMANIAN/INTERNATIONAL
LANGUAGE

Art. 28. (1) The language proficiency certificate for an international language (English, French or
German) is a mandatory document in the admission file for all candidates, regardless of category.

(2) If the candidate holds an internationally recognised certificate of language proficiency or one issued
by a recognised and authorised institution, the candidate shall submit it upon registration.

(3) The following language proficiency certificates are recognised:

English TOEFL, IELTS (obtained within the last two years),

Cambridge B2, C1, C2,

Other B2, C1, C2 certificates issued by UVT (obtained in the last two
years), International House, Active Learning, Babel Centre Timisoara,
OET.

French DALF, DHEF, CCIP, DELF B2, C1, C2

Other B2, C1, C2 certificates issued by: UVT (obtained in the last two
years), Centre Culturel Francgais, Active Learning, Babel Centre Timisoara

German ZMP, ZOP, Sprachdiplom B2, C1, C2

Other B2, C1, C2 certificates issued by: UVT (obtained in the last two
years), German Cultural Centre, Active Learning, Babel Centre Timisoara

(4) If the candidate does not hold an internationally recognised language proficiency certificate or one
issued by a recognised and authorised institution, they will take a language proficiency assessment test.
The foreign language test is organised online by the Department of Modern Languages and Romanian
Language at the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara. The test is in the form
of a B2 level (CEFR) interview and assesses the ability to participate in conversation and give a speech
on professional topics in one of the following languages: English, French, German.

(5) Candidates are scheduled to take the language proficiency assessment test according to the established
calendar.

Art. 29. Upon admission to university studies taught in Romanian, citizens of the European Union and
third countries are required to prove their knowledge of Romanian, in accordance with their schooling
methodologies in Romania, by presenting one of the following documents upon enrolment:

a. certificate of completion of the preparatory year of Romanian language, minimum level B1;

b. a certificate of linguistic competence in Romanian, minimum level B1, in accordance with the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages, issued by the pre-university educational
institutions organising the introductory course in Romanian, higher education institutions in Romania
that have accredited the study programme for the preparatory year in Romanian for foreign citizens,
by the departments of Romanian language, literature, culture and civilisation in higher education
institutions abroad or by the Romanian Language Institute;

C. Romanian educational documents (diplomas and certificates) or educational documents, school
records attesting to at least three consecutive years of study in Romanian;

d. If the candidate does not fall under the situations described in Article 29(a), (b) and (c), they may take
a test to assess their Romanian language skills. The Romanian language test is organised online by the
Department of Modern Languages and Romanian Language at the Victor Babes University of Medicine
and Pharmacy in Timisoara. The test assesses comprehension (oral and written), production (oral and
written) and mediation skills.

CAPITOLUL V. CONDITIONS AND PROCEDURE FOR THE RECOGNITION

OF FOREIGN QUALIFICATIONS

Art. 30. Citizens of the European Union, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation, their
family members, holders of a long-term EC residence permit, as well as British citizens and their family
members, as beneficiaries of the Agreement on the withdrawal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland from the European Union and the European Atomic Energy Community 2019/C 384
1/01, who have not obtained previous cycle study documents issued by higher education institutions in
Romania, must submit, when registering for the admission competition, the certificate/attestation of
recognition of studies, issued by the specialised department (CNRED) within the Ministry of Education.
Art. 31. In this regard, citizens who wish to pursue doctoral studies at UMFVBT may request recognition
of their diploma in order to obtain the certificate/attestation of recognition of studies, as follows:
e either through our university (UMFVBT),
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e or directly to the National Centre for the Recognition and Equivalence of Diplomas (more
information can be found at:_http://cnred.edu.ro/#recunoastere-studii-cetateni-europeni-admitere-
master-doctorat-DPPD)

Art. 32. If the candidate wishes to obtain the certificate/attestation of recognition of studies through
UMFVBT, they shall submit, on the admission platform or physically, to the Vice-Rectorate for
International Relations, at least 30 days before the start of the admission registration period, a file
containing the following documents:
a. Copies of personal identification documents:

 passport/identity document — identity card or identity card;

« proof of name change (if applicable), in copy (Romanian/English/French/Spanish/Italian) and
certified translation (for other languages);
b. Application for equivalence of bachelor's/master's degree
c. Educational document for equivalence/recognition:

e copy, if the study document is issued in Romanian, English, French, Spanish, Italian;

e copy and certified translation (in original) into Romanian for documents issued in other foreign

languages;

o copy and certified translation of the certificate attesting to the passing of the bachelor's degree
exam for current year graduates

d. Diploma supplement/transcript or any other study document showing the academic record - if
recognition of the specialisation is requested or the field of study is not mentioned on the diploma:

e copy, if the study document is issued in Romanian, English, French, Spanish or Italian;

e copy and certified translation (in original) into Romanian for documents issued in other foreign
languages
e. Proof of payment of the file evaluation fee — 200 euros.

Art. 33. (1) The evaluation of the documents and the issuance of the CNRED decision shall be carried
out within a maximum of 30 working days from the date of registration of the complete file. This period
may be extended accordingly in the event of additional checks or consultation with external experts.

Art. 34. (1) Candidates admitted to several university study programmes may choose the
programme that will be financed from the state budget by submitting the original diploma/document
recognising the diploma/certificate of the previous university study cycle completed. The
aforementioned academic document may be returned to the holder starting with the second
semester, in which case a copy certified as "true to the original" by the secretariat of the Doctoral
School shall remain in the file.

(2) In the case of recognition documents issued online by the specialised departments within the
Ministry of Education, these shall be sent electronically to the secretariat of the Doctoral School by
the candidate within the deadline set by these regulations.

(3) For enrolment, candidates who send the recognition document electronically are required to
submit a sworn statement confirming their place on the budgeted list.

CAPITOLUL VI. METHODOLOGY FOR ORGANISING AND CONDUCTING

THE ADMISSION COMPETITION
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VI1. 1. SCHEDULE

Art. 35. Admission to doctoral studies is organised in the September session, in Romanian, according to
the calendar approved by the University Board of Directors, at the proposal of the CSUD/Doctoral School,
in accordance with Annex No. 1.

V1. 2. CANDIDATE REGISTRATION PROCEDURE

Art. 36. (1) Registration for the admission competition is done in person, based on the identity
card/passport and other documents provided for in the specific admission regulations.
(2) Registration for the admission competition may also be done on behalf of the candidate by another
person on the basis of a power of attorney.
Art. 37. During the period specified in the Admission Competition Calendar, candidates shall complete
the online competition registration form and upload the registration documents (registration file) to
the admission platform on the university website_www.umft.ro, Admission Section — Doctoral
Programmes, assuming responsibility for the authenticity and correspondence between the digital/scanned
documents and the originals, without exceeding the deadline set for registration.
Art. 38. Standard application forms can be downloaded from the university website www.umft.ro,
Admission/Doctoral Programmes section.
Art. 39. By completing the online application form, candidates express their consent to the processing of
personal data for this purpose. The data collected in the admission application form for each candidate are
those provided for in M.E.N. Order no. 3714/2018 approving the Regulations for the organisation,
functioning and operation of the Single Matriculation Register of Universities in Romania. Identification
data is requested in accordance with the identity card/passport.
Art. 40. The verification of the file contents and the validation of the registration by the Doctoral
School secretariat will take place during the period established in the Admission Competition
Calendar.
(2) Online registration forms that are not completed and files that are incomplete/not filled in by the
deadline set in the admission calendar will not be validated.
(3) If the file is incomplete, the Doctoral School Secretariat will ask the candidate for additional
information/clarifications, which must be submitted within 24 hours, without exceeding the registration
deadline.
(3) If the candidate does not submit the additional information/answers to the clarifications within the
deadline set by these regulations, or if the answers do not resolve the discrepancies, the file will be
declared invalid, and this decision will be communicated to the candidate via their candidate account
and/or email address.
(4) Candidates who opt for a budgeted place (doctoral grant) cannot also apply for a fee-paying place.
Art. 41. After the registration period has ended, the option, as well as other information in the registration
form, cannot be changed.
Art. 42. After completing the application form, i.e. after completing and validating their application for
the competition, candidates will receive a confirmation email detailing the next steps, in accordance with
the Regulations and Calendar of the admission competition.
Art. 43. In order to ensure compliance with the specific legal conditions for foreign candidates or those
who have obtained their degree outside Romania, upon registration, the University's Vice-Rectorate for
International Relations will give its prior approval, with the mention "Documents allow/do not allow
registration”, to the files of the following categories of candidates:

a. citizens of European Union countries, the European Economic Area (Norway, Iceland,

Liechtenstein) and the Swiss Confederation;
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b. Romanian citizens who have obtained their degree abroad;
¢. Romanian citizens from anywhere in the world;
d. British citizens and their family members, as beneficiaries of the Agreement on the
withdrawal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland from the European
Union and the European Atomic Energy Community 2019/C 384 1/01,
e. citizens of third countries (non-EU);
f. foreign citizens who fall under the provisions of Government Ordinance No. 194/2002, with
a residence permit in Romania.
Art. 44. Candidates applying for enrolment in doctoral studies offered by UMF "Victor Babes" in
Timisoara will upload the application documents (file) online once.
Art. 45. (1) Upon enrolment, on the admission platform, the candidate shall choose a doctoral supervisor
from among the doctoral supervisors of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in
Timisoara who offer doctoral student places for the admission competition and shall compete for a place
with that supervisor, as well as for the form of funding.
(2) If successful, that doctoral supervisor will coordinate the candidate's doctoral studies within the
Doctoral School to which they are affiliated at UMFVBT.
Art. 46. Candidates are required to complete the forms themselves.
Art. 47. All communication between the university and candidates enrolled in the admission competition
shall be in writing, in paper or electronic format. The status of the application file and the status of the
candidate will be available in the candidate's account on the admission platform.

V1. 3. REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

Art. 48. The application file and its online upload by candidates, who assume responsibility for the
authenticity and correspondence between the digital/scanned documents and the originals, shall contain
the following scanned documents, front and back, as applicable:

a. standard application form — to be registered at the UMFVBT registry (Annex 3). The application

form must be signed by the candidate and signed and stamped by the doctoral supervisor/co-supervisor

(where applicable);

b. birth certificate;

baccalaureate diploma;

university degree (bachelor's degree);

diploma supplement/transcript;

master's degree, if applicable;

g. Certificate issued by the higher education institution, instead of the master's degree, if it has not been
issued, for candidates who have passed the dissertation exam in the session corresponding to the current
academic year;

h. Certificate of recognition of studies for Romanian citizens with a master's degree or equivalent

obtained in another country, issued by the relevant department of the Romanian Ministry of Education.

For candidates who have not obtained the certificate of recognition of studies, the Vice-Rectorate for

International Relations of the university will send the documents to CNRED (except in cases where there

are other provisions established by CNRED) at least 30 days before registration.

n. Certificate showing the form of funding (budget/fee), issued by higher education institutions, for
candidates who graduated from doctoral studies in previous years and who were/are enrolled in doctoral
studies, completed or uncompleted by defending and confirming their doctoral thesis;

0. A sworn statement indicating the financial regime for the university studies completed, where
applicable (Annex 4);

p. Standard application form for participation in the admission competition for places allocated to Roma
candidates, addressed to the Rector's Office of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in

v. Proof of payment of the admission competition registration fee (generated by the admission platform
in the case of direct card payment on the platform or payment order/receipt) for the chosen field of study.

Art. 49. Foreign candidates (EU) shall submit, in addition to the documents provided for in Article 48,
the following documents:

a. High school diploma - a certified/legalised copy and an authorised translation

b. University degree - a certified/legalised copy and an authorised translation, as applicable (for countries
that are parties to the Hague Apostille Convention, educational documents subject to
equivalence/recognition must be stamped with the Hague Apostille by the competent authorities of the
issuing countries; for countries that are NOT parties to the Hague Apostille Convention, educational
documents shall be superlegalised or accompanied by a Certificate of Authenticity issued by the
competent authorities of the country of origin)

c. Diploma supplement/transcript - a certified/super-legalised copy and an authorised translation (where
applicable)

d. Master's degree - a certified/super-legalised copy and an authorised translation (where applicable)

e. Birth certificate - a certified copy and an authorised translation

f. Marriage certificate - a certified copy and an authorised translation (where applicable)

g. For family members of British citizens - a copy of the residence permit issued by the Romanian authorities
in accordance with the legislation in force and the official document/proof that they are family members of
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British citizens (if this is not evident from the birth or marriage certificate) - certified copy and authorised
translation into Romanian, English or French (if applicable).

Art. 50. The application file shall also contain the application form for the admission competition,
completed online; the application form for the competition, containing the data included in these
Regulations, automatically generated by the computer program, shall be printed and signed by the
candidate and shall be submitted, in original, during the registration period established by the university.

V1. 4. EVALUATION AND GRADING

Art. 51. Admission to doctoral studies is conditional upon passing the admission exam, in accordance

with the legal provisions in force.

Art. 52. The admission competition for doctoral studies is organised in a uniform manner, consisting of

an admission colloquium.

Art. 53. The admission colloquium consists of an interview between the competition committee and the

candidate, held in the discipline of the doctoral supervisor, based on the selection criteria established by

the admission committee, which mainly aim to assess the following:

- The candidate's level of knowledge based on consultation of the specialist bibliography, issues in the
field, and recent research on the candidate's interests in relation to their chosen topic.

- The research activity carried out by the candidate, the research topics addressed, which are reflected
in scientific research papers as the person responsible for the topic or co-author

- Publishing activity: scientific papers published in specialist journals indexed by Web of Science,
Pubmed/Medline, other international databases, recognised nationally;

- Papers presented at international and national conferences and published in abstract form in journals
with ISSN or ISBN;

- Ability to analyse, synthesise and conceptualise, to undertake creative activities, to structure and
interpret results; to formulate and argue personal opinions.

Art. 54. Only candidates whose online application has been validated by the doctoral school secretariat

staff in accordance with these regulations may attend the admission colloquium (interview).

Art. 55. Following the interview, the candidate is graded by completing a report (in accordance with

Annex No. 9, a standardised file that can be downloaded from the website_www.umft.ro, Doctoral

Admission section), signed by the members of the Competition Committee, which is submitted, in

original, to the Doctoral School Secretariat, within the period established by these regulations.

Art. 56. (1) The minimum average that a candidate must obtain in order to be declared admitted is 7.00.

(2) The average is calculated to two decimal places without rounding.

Art. 57. No appeals are allowed for the oral test (interview).

CAPITOLUL VILI. SPECIFIC PROVISIONS REGARDING THE AWARD OF
DOCTORAL GRANTS

Art. 58. The allocation of places and grants to IOSUD - UMFVBT is approved by order of the Minister
of Education.

Art. 59. Grants for doctoral studies include the amount of individual scholarships for full-time
students with scholarships and do not include the amount of individual scholarships for full-time
students without scholarships.

Art. 60. IOSUD UMFVBT establishes in a transparent manner, through these regulations, the criteria
and the manner in which the budgeted places and doctoral scholarships are distributed to doctoral
schools, as well as the minimum percentage of the doctoral grant allocated exclusively to the
financing of the professional training of doctoral students.

Art. 61. IOSUD will allocate a minimum of 20% of doctoral grant funding to research activities carried
out by doctoral students, including their national and international mobility.
Art. 62. Within 10SUD — UMFVBT, in order to obtain a budgeted place (doctoral grant), a grant
competition is organised according to the calendar established by the university (Annex no. 1).
Art. 63. (1) Doctoral grants are intended for candidates who wish to enrol in the first year of doctoral
studies.
(2) There are two types of doctoral grants:

o full-time, with scholarship (IF, with scholarship);

e part-time, without scholarship (IFR, without scholarship)
Art. 64. Budgeted places are allocated by the CSUD to doctoral supervisors before they are put up for
competition, according to the score obtained following the evaluation of their scientific performance
according to the grid established by the CSUD. (Annex 13).
Art. 65. In order to achieve the most rigorous distribution of doctoral grants, a doctoral supervisor may
submit only one doctoral grant to the competition.
Art. 66. (1) Doctoral grants will be awarded based on the ranking of scores, taking into account the criteria
for allocation by doctoral supervisors and the activity within the Doctoral Schools that organise their own
evaluation of doctoral grants for the places allocated following distribution according to the evaluation
grid per doctoral supervisor.
(2)This evaluation will also be verified by a CSUD committee, which reserves the right to accept or reject

the allocation.

(3)No budgeted places shall be allocated:

e to doctoral supervisors who exceed the number of 8 doctoral students coordinated simultaneously,
according to H.S. no. 11/17694/28.11.2018;

e retired doctoral supervisors who have the approval of the university senate to maintain their status as
tenured professors in higher education and research after reaching the age of 65.

(4) The centralisation by field with the allocation of doctoral grants is posted on the university's website.
Appeals regarding the allocation of doctoral grants shall be submitted in writing, through the university's
Registry, to the Secretariat of the Doctoral School, within 24 hours of posting on the university's website.
(5)The resolution of appeals is the exclusive responsibility of the directors of the Doctoral Schools and
the committees established by them, which will analyse and resolve the appeals within 48 hours. The
decision of the appeals assessment committee is final.

(6)After resolving any appeals, for the field(s) of study where changes in allocation have taken place, the
final lists of doctoral grant allocations, by field of study, will be drawn up and posted on the university
website.

(7)If a doctoral supervisor does not wish to allocate the budgeted place, they shall notify the CSUD
secretariat in writing within 3 calendar days of the date of publication on the website, and the place shall
be redistributed to the next qualified candidate according to the score grid.

(8)If a candidate for admission to doctoral studies on a budgeted place renounces the allocated place, it
will be given to the next qualified candidate. (doctoral student or doctoral supervisor).

(9) To obtain the doctoral grant, during the period established in the Admission Competition Calendar,
candidates shall complete the online competition registration form and upload the registration
documents (registration file) to the admission platform on the university website_www.umft.ro
Admission Section — Doctoral Programmes, assuming responsibility for the authenticity and
correspondence between the digital/scanned documents and the originals, without exceeding the deadline
set for registration.

Art. 67. The standard application forms can be downloaded from the university website www.umft.ro,
Admission/Doctoral Programmes section.
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Art. 68. Candidates participating in the admission competition for the doctoral grant will upload the
following in addition to the documents provided for in the section — Required Documents of these
regulations:
a. Application for the submission of the doctoral grant project (Annex 10), approved by the doctoral
supervisor and registered at the UMFVBT Registry (Room 1);
b. Form A - with the project acronym and the doctoral student's identification data, according to
Annex no. 11;
c. Form B (Annex 12).

Art. 69. Candidates who apply for doctoral grants shall additionally submit in physical format the
documents for obtaining the doctoral grant uploaded online (plastic file with rail) to the Secretariat of the
Doctoral School, within the period established by the university for the submission of the file with
documents.
Art. 70. Projects for doctoral grants will be evaluated by the doctoral supervisor who has been allocated
the budgeted place. The project will be evaluated independently by two evaluators, members of the
Competition Committee for the admission of candidates to doctoral studies, appointed by the doctoral
supervisor. If the difference is less than or equal to 10 points, the average of the scores will be calculated.
If the difference in scores between the two evaluators is greater than 10 points, the project will be
evaluated by a third evaluator, a member of the Competition Committee for the admission of candidates
to doctoral studies, appointed by the doctoral supervisor. The final score will be the average of the two
scores awarded with a difference of less than 10 points. The score for the doctoral student's activity also
includes the quality of publications.
Art. 71. This evaluation will be submitted together with the doctoral grant project to the Doctoral Schools
Secretariat during the period set for the submission of the doctoral grant. Otherwise, the place will be
considered vacant and will be redistributed.
Art. 72. The evaluation grid totals 100 points and consists of three chapters and 14 subchapters:
I — Description of the project from a scientific point of view (60 points).

1. Relevance of the research topic (10 points).
Clarity of the proposed aims and objectives (10 points)
Stages of the research (10 points)
Degree of novelty and complexity of the proposed solutions (10 points).
Presentation of the current state of knowledge in the field (10 points).

6. Relevance of the 5 bibliographic titles in the field from which the doctoral thesis is developed

(5 points).

7. Potential contributions that the project can make to the development of the field of research (5

points).
Il — Relevance of the project (title, keywords and content) (20 points).

1. Clarity of the title and keywords, their correlation with the proposed study topic (5 points).

2. Relevance of the abstract to the study presented (5 points).

3. Pursuit of a coherent strategy within the doctoral project. (5 points).

4. Awvailability of technical and/or financial support for the project (5 points).
111 — The applicant's individual scientific achievements (20 points). Within each category (1, 2, 3),
only one criterion is scored, namely the one with the highest score.

1. The applicant's publications in ISI Web of Knowledge-rated and indexed journals in the
applicant's proposed field of research (12 points for main author, 6 points for co-author).
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2. The applicant's publications in BDI-rated and indexed journals in the applicant's proposed field
of research (6 points for the main author, 3 points for the co-author).

3. Awards obtained at scientific events (national and international), obtained through a selection
process (2 points for main author, 1 point for co-author).

CAPITOLUL VIII. RESULTS OF THE ADMISSION COMPETITION

VIII. 1. DISPLAY OF RESULTS

Art. 73. (1) After completion of the admission procedure, the Doctoral School shall display on the
university website and on the notice board the ranking of admitted/rejected candidates, by field of study,
form of education, mentioning the form of funding (recipients of grants and/or doctoral scholarships/fees)
and indicating the number of the online registration form, which will replace the candidate's identification data
(name and surname).
Art. 74. The lists contain the following categories of information:
a) the list of candidates admitted for state-funded places, within the limit of the number of places allocated,
if applicable, in compliance with GDPR rules.
b) the list of candidates admitted to fee-paying places, within the limits of the number of places allocated,
if applicable;
c) the list of rejected candidates, if applicable.
Art. 75. Depending on the stage of the admission competition, the results will be as follows:

- Provisional results, generated on the day of the admission competition;

- Results after the resolution of any appeals, for the field of study where there have been changes in

classification and/or after the redistribution of distinct unoccupied places, as applicable;
- Final results, after the confirmation stage and the end of the tuition fee payment period;
- Final lists, with candidates declared admitted and enrolled.

Art. 76. The minimum average that a candidate must obtain in order to be declared admitted is 7.00. The
average is calculated to two decimal places without rounding.

Art. 77. (1) The validation of the results of admission to doctoral studies is carried out by the Doctoral
School Council (CSD) and the Council for Doctoral Studies (CSUD).
(2) The results shall be signed by the Director of the CSUD and the Director of the CSD.

VIII. 2. SUBMISSION AND RESOLUTION OF APPEALS

Art. 78. Any appeals regarding the results of the admission competition shall be submitted on the date set
in accordance with the Admission Competition Calendar, to the University Registry, room 1, or by email
to: doctorat@umft.ro. Only appeals regarding one's own work will be accepted.

Art. 79. The resolution of appeals is the exclusive responsibility of the Doctoral Studies Admission
Committee for each Doctoral School (CASD), which will analyse and resolve appeals only in the
presence of the appellants, on the same day they were submitted, starting at 13:00. The committee's
decision is final and will be communicated by posting it on the website.

Art. 80. If differences in scoring are found, the candidate will be awarded the score resulting from the
verification of the contested test.

Art. 81. Appeals based on ignorance of the Admission Regulations will not be accepted.
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Art. 82. After resolving any appeals, for the field of study where classification changes have taken place,
lists of admitted and rejected candidates will be drawn up and displayed, by field of study, containing the
final and indisputable results.

Art. 83. After the deadline for resolving and responding (by posting) to appeals has expired, the result of
the admission competition is final and cannot be changed.

CAPITOLUL IX.CONFIRMATION OF THE PLACE OBTAINED

Art. 84. During the period established in accordance with the Admission Competition Calendar,
candidates declared admitted to state-funded/fee-paying places are required to confirm their place in their
candidate account on the admission platform by cumulatively fulfilling the following obligations, under
penalty of losing the place obtained through the competition in case of non-fulfilment, as follows:
- paying the confirmation fee and uploading proof of payment to the admission platform,
- paying the tuition fee for candidates admitted to fee-paying places and uploading proof of payment
to the admission platform
- signing the study contract and uploading it to the admission platform,
- submitting a sworn statement confirming the state-funded place, only for candidates who
submit their diploma recognition document electronically;

X1.1. CALENDAR

Art. 97. The admission competition for doctoral studies will take place according to the schedule provided
in Annex 1.
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X1.2. APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Art. 98. Foreign candidates with permanent residence abroad (from non-EU countries) may enrol in
doctoral programmes at their own expense, in the places allocated to non-EU/CPV candidates, the tuition
fee being established by the Regulations on the amount of tuition fees and other fees within UMFVBT.
Art. 99. The granting of scholarships or exemption from tuition fees can only be approved by the Ministry
of Education.

Art. 100. The fields of study for doctoral programmes are the same as those for Romanian candidates.
Art. 101. Registration for the admission competition is done in person, based on the passport and other
documents provided for in the specific admission regulations.

Art. 102. Registration for the admission competition may also be done on behalf of the candidate by
another person on the basis of a power of attorney.

Art. 103. During the period set out in the admission competition calendar, candidates will complete the
online competition registration form and upload the registration documents (registration file) to the
admission platform on the university website www.umft.ro, Admission Section — Doctoral Programmes,
assuming responsibility for the authenticity and correspondence between the digital/scanned documents
and the originals, without exceeding the deadline set for registration.

Art. 104. Standard application forms can be downloaded from the university website www.umft.ro,
Admission/Doctoral Programmes section.

Art. 105. By completing the online registration form, candidates express their consent to the processing
of personal data for this purpose. The data collected in the admission application form for each candidate
are those specified in Annex 1 of M.E.N. Order No. 3714/2018 approving the Regulations for the
organisation, functioning and operation of the Single Matriculation Register of Universities in Romania.
Identification data is requested in accordance with the identity card/passport.

Art. 106. The contents of the file will be verified by the Vice-Rectorate for International Relations and
the registration will be validated by the secretariat of the Doctoral School during the period established in
the admission competition calendar.

(2) Online registration forms that are not completed and files that are incomplete/not filled in by the
deadline set in the admission calendar will not be validated.

(3) If the file is incomplete, the Vice-Rectorate for International Relations will ask the candidate for
additional information/clarifications, which must be submitted within 24 hours, without exceeding the
registration deadline.

(3) If the candidate does not submit the additions/answers to the clarifications within the deadline set by
these regulations, or if the answer does not remove the inconsistencies, the file will be declared invalid, a
resolution that will be sent to the candidate, to their candidate account and/or email address.

Art. 107. After the registration period has ended, the option and other information in the registration form
cannot be changed.

Art. 108. After completing the registration form, i.e. after registering and validating their registration for
the competition, candidates will receive a confirmation email detailing the next steps, in accordance with
the Regulations and Calendar of the admission competition.

Art. 109. In order to ensure compliance with the specific legal conditions for foreign candidates — citizens
of third countries (non-EU), upon registration, the University's Vice-Rectorate for International Relations
will approve their files in advance, with the mention "Documents allow/do not allow registration”.

Art. 110. Candidates applying for enrolment in doctoral studies offered by UMF "Victor Babes" in
Timisoara will upload the enrolment documents (file) online once.

Art. 111. (1) Upon enrolment, on the admission platform, the candidate shall choose a doctoral supervisor
from among the doctoral supervisors of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in
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Timisoara who offer places for doctoral students for the admission competition and shall compete for a
place with that supervisor, as well as for the form of funding.

(2) If successful, that doctoral supervisor will coordinate the candidate's doctoral studies within the
Doctoral School to which they are affiliated at UMFVBT.

Art. 112. Candidates are required to complete the forms themselves.

Art. 113. All communication between the university and candidates enrolled in the admission
competition shall be in writing, in paper or electronic format. The status of the application file and the
status of the candidate will be available in the candidate's account on the admission platform.

Art. 114. The application procedure for candidates from third countries (non-EU) shall comply with the
provisions of Section VI of these regulations.

X1.3. REQUIRED DOCUMENTS

Art. 115. During the period established in the Admission Competition Calendar, candidates shall
complete the online application form and upload the following registration documents (registration
file) on the admission platform, assuming responsibility for the authenticity and correspondence
between the digital/scanned documents and the originals, without exceeding the deadline set for
registration, as follows:

f) University degree — original, certified/super-certified copy and authorised translation, if applicable
(for countries that are parties to the Hague Apostille Convention, educational documents subject
to equivalence/recognition must be certified with the Hague Apostille by the competent authorities
in the issuing countries; educational documents from Italy, Greece, Spain, Portugal and Cyprus
shall be endorsed with the Hague Convention Apostille, the other EU Member States being
exempted for countries that are parties to the Hague Apostille Convention, educational documents
subject to equivalence/recognition must be endorsed with the Hague Apostille by the competent
authorities of the issuing countries; for countries that are NOT parties to the Hague Apostille
Convention, educational documents shall be super-legalised or accompanied by a Certificate of

g) Master's degree or equivalent - certified/super-legalised copy and authorised translation,
authenticated by the competent authorities of the issuing country;

h) Certificate attesting to the passing of the dissertation exam, for current graduates - certified copy
and translation;

i) Transcripts/supplements to the diploma - certified/super-certified copy and authorised translation,
related to the studies completed;

J) Certificate of completion of the Romanian language year or certificate of linguistic competence in
Romanian;

k) Certificate of linguistic competence for the language of international circulation;
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I) Standard application form — to be registered at the UMFVBT registry (Annex 3). The application
must be signed by the candidate and countersigned by the doctoral supervisor/co-supervisor
(where applicable).

m) A sworn statement in which the candidate undertakes not to receive public funding for two doctoral
programmes at the same time (Annex 4 — Sworn statement)

n) Agreement on the processing of personal data (Annex 5)

0) Curriculum vitae with: personal, professional and scientific data;

p) List of publications (Annex 6 — Structure of the list of publications);

q) Application for the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance to Studies — according to the form in the
useful documents, posted on the university's website (Annex no. 14);

r) Medical certificate/medical report attesting that the person applying for studies does not suffer

X1.4. EVALUATION AND NOTARISATION

- Papers presented at international and national conferences and published in abstract form in journals
with ISSN or ISBN;

- Ability to analyse, synthesise and conceptualise, to undertake creative activities, to structure and
interpret results; to formulate and argue personal opinions.

Art. 118. Only candidates whose online application has been validated by the doctoral school secretariat

staff in accordance with these regulations may attend the admission colloquium (interview).

Art. 119. Following the interview, the candidate is graded by completing a report (in accordance with

Annex No. 9, a standardised file that can be downloaded from the website_www.umft.ro, Doctoral

Admission section), signed by the members of the Competition Committee, which is submitted, in

original, to the Doctoral School Secretariat, within the period established by these regulations.

Art. 120. (1) The minimum average that a candidate must obtain in order to be declared admitted is 7.00.

(2) The average is calculated to two decimal places without rounding.

X1.5. DISPLAY OF RESULTS

f. Submission and/or filing of the original documents in the application file;

g. Signing the study contract generated on the admission platform.

Art. 131. The University, through the Vice-Rectorate for International Relations, manages the transmission
of files to the Ministry of Education and Research — DGRIAE in order to obtain the Letter of Acceptance for
studies.

Art. 132. After the admission process is complete, based on the list of candidates declared admitted
and confirmed, the Vice-Rectorate for International Relations will forward the candidates' files to the
Ministry of Education and Research, in electronic format, for the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance for
Studies, which contains the following documents:

a) application for the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance for Studies — according to the form in useful
documents, posted on the university's website (Annex no. 14);

b) birth certificate — copy and certified translation;

c) document certifying permanent residence abroad — copy;

d) passport — copy;

e) graduation diploma or its equivalent, apostilled/authenticated by the relevant authorities in the issuing
country;

f) certificate attesting to the passing of the dissertation exam, for current graduates - copy and certified
translation;

g) transcripts/supplements to the diploma - certified copies and translations, related to the studies
completed;

h) certificate of completion of the Romanian language year or certificate of linguistic competence in
Romanian, as applicable;

i) medical certificate/medical report (in an internationally recognised language) certifying that the person
applying for studies does not suffer from any contagious diseases or other conditions incompatible with
their future profession.

J) minutes of the oral test (interview) (Annex No. 9);

k) doctoral research project related to the doctoral topic for which they are applying and curriculum vitae,
as applicable;

1) the order/receipt for payment of the place confirmation fee;

m) proof of payment of the application fee (processing) for the file in order to obtain the letter of
acceptance to the programme;

Art. 133. The Ministry of Education and Research evaluates the complete files in accordance with the
legal regulations in force and issues the letters of acceptance within a maximum of 30 working days from
the date of receipt of the complete files. This period may be extended accordingly in the event of additional
checks.

Art. 134. If a candidate submits their file to several universities in Romania, this may lead to a delay in
the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance for studies, with the risk that the candidate may not obtain a study
visa in time and may not meet the legal deadlines for enrolment at our university!

everywhere and in accordance with Government Decision No. 16/12.01.2018 in the field of Romania’s
foreign policy;

b) places of study without tuition fees, but without a monthly scholarship, based on the offer of places at
state universities in Romania, with priority given to the criteria of quality and enrolment capacity, in
accordance with the legal provisions in force and based on the opportunity identified by the institutions
empowered under Law 299/2007 in the field of policies for Romanians everywhere and in accordance
with Government Decision No. 16/12.01.2018 in the field of Romania's foreign policy.

Art. 148. The category of Romanians everywhere includes, in accordance with the provisions of Law No.
299/2007 on support for Romanians everywhere, republished, with subsequent amendments and
additions:

a. persons belonging to national minorities, linguistic minorities or indigenous Romanian ethnic groups
or belonging to the Romanian cultural and ethnic heritage, existing in the states neighbouring Romania
and in other states, who assume their Romanian ethnic, linguistic and cultural identity vis-a-vis the
Romanian authorities, regardless of the ethnonym used;

b. Romanian emigrants, regardless of whether they have retained Romanian citizenship, their
descendants, as well as Romanian citizens domiciled or residing abroad;

c. ethnic groups who recognise themselves as being of Romanian origin, located outside the country's
borders, registered as another minority in their country of residence, who assume, through self-
identification, their belonging to the Romanian cultural and identity space.

Art. 149. The enrolment quota for doctoral studies for the admission of Romanians from all over the
world is approved by the Senate of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timigoara,
in accordance with the Order of the Ministry of Education on the allocation of study grants.

Art. 150. Doctoral studies will be conducted exclusively in Romanian.

Art. 151. Romanian doctoral students from all over the world will carry out the same professional activity
as Romanian doctoral students in accordance with the doctoral programme.

Art. 152. These regulations are the only official document concerning the organisation and conduct of
the admission competition for Romanians from all over the world at the Victor Babes University of
Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara for doctoral studies and are supplemented by the provisions of
subsequent normative acts.

Art. 153. References appearing in various publications or communicated in other ways cannot replace
the official ones and, consequently, do not bind the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy
in Timigoara in any way.
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Art. 154. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MAE) may issue recommendations in the case of candidates
whose education in Romania is considered appropriate from the perspective of foreign policy and relations
with Romanians everywhere.

Art. 157. If UMFVBT encounters difficulties in the process of evaluating the files, it may send the
Ministry of Education - DGRIAE, at the e-mail address:verificarediplomerop@edu.gov.ro , in scanned
format, the diplomas of the respective candidates, in order to obtain approval for enrolment.

Art. 177. The Ministry of Education and Research evaluates the complete files in accordance with the
legal regulations in force and issues the letters of acceptance within a maximum of 30 working days from
the date of receipt of the complete files. This period may be extended accordingly in the event of additional
checks.

Art. 178. If a candidate submits their file to several universities in Romania, this may lead to a delay in the
issuance of the Letter of Acceptance for studies, with the risk that the candidate may not obtain a study visa in
time and may not meet the legal deadlines for enrolment at our university.

Art. 179. The Letter of Acceptance is a mandatory document for the enrolment of candidates who have
been declared admitted after passing the admission competition.

Art. 180. Based on the Letter of Acceptance, the candidate can apply for a study visa.

Art. 181. Romanian candidates from all over the world admitted to doctoral studies shall submit, within
the deadlines set by the university, the documents from the enrolment file provided for in Article 160, in
original, accompanied by the study contract, in 3 copies, to the Vice-Rectorate for International Relations
of the university, which will draw up the provisional decision of admission to studies, approved and signed
by the rector of the university.

Art. 182. The decision on admission to studies is valid until the date of drawing up the decisions on
enrolment and final enrolment of the admitted foreign citizens, after the complete files of the admitted
foreign citizens have been sent by the Vice-Rector's Office for International Relations to the Secretariat
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of the Doctoral School, accompanied by the list of documents provided for in Annex No. 18, completed
and signed.

Art. 183. The original academic documents remain at the Secretariat of the Doctoral School for the entire
period of schooling (in accordance with the Romanian legislation in force).

X11.10. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

Art. 184. Romanians from all over the world enrolled in studies in Romania have the following
obligations:

a) to respect the Romanian Constitution and the laws in force of the Romanian state;

b) to comply with the internal regulations of the institution where they carry out their activities;

c) to comply with the provisions of this methodology;

d) after obtaining a study visa, to report to the higher education institution to which they have been
admitted for enrolment;

e) to report to the General Inspectorate for Immigration within the Ministry of Internal Affairs in order
to obtain a residence permit in Romania for the entire period of their studies.

(2) In the event of a breach of the provisions of paragraph (1), and at the proposal of the higher education
institutions, the M.E. may withdraw funding for the person concerned.
Art. 185. Beneficiaries of study places WITH A SCHOLARSHIP AND WITHOUT PAYMENT OF
TUITION FEES, respectively of study places WITHOUT PAYMENT OF TUITION FEES, BUT
WITHOUT A SCHOLARSHIP, shall be provided with the following facilities:
a) funding for tuition fees for the preparatory year of Romanian language study and a monthly scholarship,
as applicable;
b) funding for tuition fees for the entire duration of the university cycle to which they have been admitted
and a monthly scholarship, as applicable;
¢) funding for accommodation expenses in student halls of residence, through the ME budget, within the
limits of the allocated subsidy;
d) free medical assistance in case of medical and surgical emergencies and diseases with endemic-
epidemic potential, in accordance with the domestic legislation in force;
e) transport under the same conditions as for Romanian students, in accordance with legal provisions;
f) other types of scholarships, in accordance with the legislation in force.
Art. 186. (1) Beneficiaries of study places offered by the Romanian state are encouraged to get involved
in social and civic activities aimed at preserving, affirming and developing the ethnic, linguistic and
cultural identity of Romanians everywhere, as described in Law 299/2007. Thus, they:
a) will be encouraged to participate in student associations of Romanians everywhere who are studying
in Romania;
b) will be encouraged to get involved in the organisation of actions and/or programmes dedicated to
Romanians everywhere by the Romanian Cultural Institute (ICR), the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
other institutions in Romania or in their countries of origin;
c) will be encouraged to participate in any other action described by Law 299/2007 carried out by any
entity provided for by this law.
(2) Higher education institutions may support and encourage the participation of scholarship holders in
activities aimed at preserving, affirming and developing the ethnic, linguistic, cultural and religious
identity of Romanians everywhere, in accordance with Law 299/2007.
Art. 187. A student admitted to university studies may receive funding from the budget for a single field
of study in the same cycle of studies, a second field of study being available only on a fee-paying basis in
lei, at the amount provided for Romanian citizens, in accordance with the legal provisions in force.
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Art. 188. Students admitted as Romanian state scholarship holders in one of the university study cycles
who withdraw from their studies or are expelled may re-enrol with tuition fees in lei, at the amount
established for Romanian citizens in accordance with the regulations of each higher education institution.
Exceptions are made for medical cases, approved on the basis of the University Charter, as well as those
approved by the Senate of the higher education institution.

Art. 189. If Romanians from anywhere change their permanent residence in Romania during their studies,
they may continue their studies in accordance with the regulations of each higher education institution for
Romanian citizens with permanent residence in Romania, starting with the following academic year.

CAPITOLUL XIIl. REDISTRIBUTION OF UNFILLED PLACES

Art. 190. If, after the provisional results have been posted, there are still distinct places remaining unoccupied,
these shall be reported to the Ministry of Education and Research.

Art. 191. With the approval of the Ministry of Education and Research and the CSUD, the distinct places
that remain unfilled shall be allocated to the category of budgeted (statistical) places, in the field of study
where there are candidates who were initially rejected, enrolled in the doctoral grant competition, in
compliance with the ranking criteria provided for in these regulations.

CAPITOLUL XIV. ENROLMENT OF ADMITTED CANDIDATES

Art. 192. All candidates declared admitted following an admission competition are included in the
CSUD decision on admission to studies, drawn up according to the types of funding, corresponding
to the respective session of admission competitions organised in the doctoral schools of IOSUD.
Art. 193. The enrolment of candidates declared admitted following the admission competition is made
by decision of the rector of the higher education institution. After the enrolment is approved, students are
registered in the Single Matriculation Register of Romanian Universities-RMUR (until the Single
National Integrated Register of Diplomas and Study Documents - RUNIDAS), with a unique number
valid for the entire period of schooling in the specialisation/specialisations/programme/programmes of
study to which they have been admitted, with the exceptions provided for in Article 125(3) of the Higher
Education Law No. 199/2023, as amended and supplemented.

Art. 194. After enrolment, the final lists of candidates declared admitted and enrolled are generated and
displayed.

Art. 195. A candidate may be admitted and enrolled as a student in no more than two study programmes
at the same time, regardless of the cycle of studies and the educational institutions offering them.

Art. 196. (1) A candidate declared admitted may benefit from state budget funding for a single doctoral
study programme.

(2) Candidates admitted to several university study programmes shall opt for the study programme to be
funded from the state budget by submitting the original diploma/document recognising the
diploma/certificate of the previously completed university study cycle. The certificate is valid only for
candidates who have passed the final examination in the current academic year.

(3) The aforementioned study document may be returned to the holder starting with the second
semester, in which case a copy certified as "true to the original" by the secretariat of the Doctoral
School shall remain in the file.

(4) In the case of recognition documents issued online by the specialised departments of the Ministry
of Education, these shall be sent electronically to the secretariat of the Doctoral School by the
candidate within the deadline set by these regulations.

(5) Non-EU and RDP candidates may only enrol on the basis of a baccalaureate, bachelor's or master's
degree, recognised in accordance with the methodologies developed by the specialist departments within
the Ministry of Education.
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(5) Failure to submit the original diploma/document recognising the diploma/certificate of the
previous university studies cycle, through the sole fault of the candidate declared admitted, within
the deadline set by the admission regulations, shall result in the loss of the place funded by the state
budget.

Art. 197. A person who has benefited from free tuition within a university study programme financed
from the state budget has, under the conditions of the law, the right to follow another university
study programme within the same cycle of university studies:

a) on a fee-paying basis, if the state higher education institution also organises the programme in
this way;

b) free of charge, with funding from the state budget, provided that the person pays the full or
partial cost of the tuition services previously received with funding from the state budget, in cases
where the study programme to which they have been admitted is organised only with full funding
from the budget. Students may pay the cost of the schooling services they previously received to
the Ministry of Education, according to a methodology approved by order of the Minister of Education;
c) free of charge, only in the case of professional master's degree programmes in joint forces
command, which are compulsory for the career development of officers in the military, as well as in
the case of professional master's degree programmes for the training of intelligence officers and for
the initial training of officers/police officers in the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Art. 198. A person admitted to a doctoral programme has the status of doctoral student for the
entire period of their attendance in the programme, from enrolment until graduation or expulsion,
except during periods of interruption of studies, but including any extensions granted by the
university senate.

Art. 199. The status of student and doctoral student is maintained even during periods of internal
and international mobility. In the case of international academic mobility of students who come to
study at their own expense, the recognition of transferable credits is carried out by higher education
institutions, based on university autonomy.

Art. 200. The recognition of transferable credits in the case of international academic mobility may
be carried out by higher education institutions only for persons who prove their student status with
study documents or schooling documents issued by the higher education institution they attended.
Art. 201. In order to enrol, admitted candidates have the following obligations:

- The obligation to confirm the place obtained, within the period provided for in these regulations, by
paying the confirmation fee;

- To complete and sign the university study contract on the admission platform/candidate's account,
with the obligation to submit the original by the beginning of the academic year;

- The obligation to pay the tuition fee in full, within the deadlines specified in these regulations and in
the Admission Competition Calendar, only by candidates admitted on a fee-paying basis;

Art. 202. When submitting the application file in physical format to the Doctoral Schools Secretariat,
certification of conformity with the original is carried out. Documents may be submitted on behalf of the
candidate or by another person on the basis of a notarised power of attorney.

CAPITOLUL XV. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE DOCTORAL

STUDENT FOLLOWING ADMISSION TO THE RESPECTIVE POSITION

Art. 203. Doctoral students have the following rights:
During the doctoral programme, doctoral students have the right to:
a) to benefit from the support, guidance and coordination of the doctoral supervisor and the guidance
committee;
b) to participate in seminars or working meetings of the research and development staff at UMFVBT-
IOSUD when topics relevant to doctoral studies are discussed;
c) be represented in the decision-making bodies of the Doctoral School,
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benefit from the logistics, documentation centres, libraries and equipment of the Doctoral School
and UMFVBT-10SUD for the development of research projects and doctoral theses;

to enrol in courses and seminars organised by other doctoral schools;

to work together with teams of researchers from UMFVBT-IOSUD or from research and
development units that have concluded institutional agreements or partnerships with UMFVBT-
IOSUD;

benefit from national or international mobility programmes;

benefit from institutional support to participate in scientific conferences or congresses, workshops,
summer or winter schools, and national and international seminars in the field of specialisation in
which they have chosen their doctoral thesis;

participate in scientific communication sessions organised by the doctoral school and/or
UMFVBT-10SUD;

be informed about the curriculum of doctoral studies within the Doctoral School,

to complete the doctoral thesis in co-supervision in accordance with the IOSUD Regulations;
participate in competitions for doctoral scholarships;

m) the doctoral student may carry out teaching activities, in accordance with the doctoral study

contract, within the limit of 4-6 conventional teaching hours per week. Teaching activities
exceeding this level will be remunerated in accordance with the legislation in force, falling under
the Labour Code, with respect for the rights and obligations of the employee and with the payment
of contributions due, according to the law, to state social insurance, unemployment insurance,
social health insurance and insurance for accidents at work and occupational diseases;

to receive the title and diploma of doctor in the field in which they were enrolled.

Art. 204. Doctoral students have the following obligations:

to comply with and adhere to the provisions of the training plan;

submit annual written reports to the doctoral supervisor on stage achievements, an outline of
activities for the next semester, problems and difficulties encountered, as well as proposals for
correction; comply with the ethical principles related to training and scientific research

submit to the doctoral supervisor and the Doctoral School Council, in a timely manner,

any personal or academic and scientific event that may negatively influence the quality of
training and compliance with the agreed deadlines

to keep in touch with the doctoral supervisor and comply with the academic meeting schedule;

to comply with academic discipline, occupational health and safety measures in the institution,
confidentiality and professional secrecy

Articles published in full must fall within the research topic of the doctoral thesis;

declare, in all works published during doctoral studies, their affiliation with the Doctoral School
of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara;

to comply with the conditions for the extension and interruption of doctoral studies regulated by
the Doctoral School and approved by the Senate of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and
Pharmacy in Timisoara;
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m) to submit requests and/or complaints regarding their doctoral studies in writing to the Doctoral
School, which will forward them to the Senate of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and
Pharmacy in Timisoara for resolution.

n) to give their consent to the processing of personal data for the purpose of exercising the rights
guaranteed by their status as doctoral students or graduates, throughout their studies and upon
completion of their doctoral studies;

CAPITOLUL XVI. FINAL PROVISIONS

Art. 205. Registration for the admission competition confirms the candidates' full acceptance of these
regulations.

Art. 206. Until enrolment in the first year of doctoral studies, candidates cannot be issued certificates
attesting to their status as doctoral students, as they do not yet have an institutional relationship with the
Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara.

Art. 207. The documents of rejected candidates or those who give up the place obtained through the
competition shall be returned unconditionally, within 48 hours of submitting the request, during office
hours, without any fees being charged.

Art. 208. These regulations shall enter into force as of the admission competition organised for the 2026-
2027 academic year.

Art. 209. The Senate of the Victor Babes University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Timisoara approved
these Regulations at its meeting on 29 January 2026, the date on which they shall enter into force.
